A MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING 
BETWEEN THE 
BROWARD METROPOLITAN PLANNING ORGANIZATION (BMPO), 
THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH 
AND 
THE CITY OF HOLLYWOOD
THIS MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING (MOU) is made and entered into by and between the Broward Metropolitan Planning Organization (“BMPO”), the City of Hallandale Beach and the City of Hollywood. 
WHEREAS, the BMPO, the City of Hallandale Beach and the City of Hollywood acknowledge there is a need for joint collaborative planning efforts to address the regional transportation needs and land use impacts resulting from increased demand from committed developments, approval by the BMPO of the 2035 Long Range Transportation Plan, and the designation of mobility hubs within the study area bounded by the Atlantic Ocean to the east, ½ mile north of Sheridan Street to the north, ½ mile west of I-95 to the west, and the Miami-Dade/Broward County line to the south; and
WHEREAS, the BMPO, the City of Hallandale Beach and the City of Hollywood will collaborate with each other, to prepare studies and plans to address these transportation needs and land use impacts; and
WHEREAS, the BMPO will fund the Hallandale Beach and East Hollywood Livability Study (“Study”) to be conducted by the Florida Atlantic University Broward Community Design Collaborative (FAU - BCDC) that when completed, the results of the Study will be presented to the MPO Board and both City Commissions; and

WHEREAS, the BMPO, the City of Hallandale Beach and the City of Hollywood agree that extensive public participation and community input is essential for the completion of the Study and development of implementable measures to address regional transportation needs and land use impacts.

NOW, THEREFORE, the BMPO, the City of Hallandale Beach and the City of Hollywood hereby acknowledge the following:

SECTION 1:

The BMPO, the City of Hallandale Beach and the City of Hollywood support the completion of the Hallandale Beach and East Hollywood Livability Study to be prepared by FAU - BCDC, under the direction of the BMPO.  
SECTION 2: 

The BMPO will fully fund the Hallandale Beach and East Hollywood Livability Study.  The Scope of Services for this Study is attached as Exhibit 1 and is made part hereof. The timeline established in the Scope of Services will provide sufficient time for the participation by the affected municipalities (the City of Hallandale Beach and the City of Hollywood) and the general public. 

SECTION 3:

The City of Hallandale Beach and the City of Hollywood, at their sole expense, shall provide staff to participate in the Project Management Team, which will provide technical expertise throughout the Study. The participation by the two Cities is intended to provide a local perspective in the Project Management Team, along with representatives from other Broward County agencies, Florida Department Of Transportation, and South Florida Regional Transportation Authority to provide a regional perspective.
