RESOLUTION NO. 2010-
A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, TO APPLY FOR LOCAL GOVERNMENT FUNDING REQUEST (LGFR) FROM THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION THROUGH THE FLORIDA BEACH MANAGEMENT PROGRAM LONG RANGE BUDGET PLAN (LRBP) FOR THE RENOURISHMENT OF THE CITY’S COASTAL BEACHES FROM COUNTY LINE TO NORTH CITY LIMITS.  
WHEREAS, the Recreation and Open Space element of the City’s Comprehensive Plan provides for the continued improvements of public facilities to enhance their appearance and function; and

WHEREAS, The Florida Beach Management Program Long Range Budget Plan (LRBP) announced the availability of funds for beach erosion control projects under its Long Range Budget Plan (LRBP) for fiscal year 2011-2012; and, 

WHEREAS, the City is presently pursuing the permitting of a truck haul beach renourishment project with the City of Hollywood that will provide for renourishing the City beach system; and
WHEREAS, it is in the best interests of the City to apply for funding in the amount of $3,657,200 with a $1,865,172 City match to assist in implementing the renourishment project. 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:


SECTION 1.

The City Commission authorizes the City Manager to 
submit an application for funding for Local Government Funding Request (LGFR) 
from the Florida Department of Environmental Protection through the Florida 
Beach Management Program Long Range Budget Plan (LRBP), including 
commitment to fund a match of $1,865,172.

SECTION 2.

The City supports the proposed beach renourishment 

project.


SECTION 3.

The City will serve as the Local Sponsor for the project.


SECTION 4.

Should the grant be awarded, the City has the ability to 

provide the full Local Cost Share for the project.


SECTION 5. 

The City will make the funding available through a Capital 
Improvement Project established for the renourishment and maintenance of our 
beaches.
SECTION 6.

The City Manager is authorized to execute the funding 
agreements and implement the funding, including the establishment of 
appropriate accounts.
SECTION 7. 

This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its 
passage and adoption.
