
ORDINANCE NO.  2010-

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, AMENDING THE CITY’S FUTURE LAND USE ELEMENT OF THE COMPREHENSIVE PLAN BY CHANGING THE LAND USE DESIGNATION OF THE PBA HALL SITE LOCATED AT 648 NW 2 STREET FROM COMMUNITY FACILITIES-UTILITIES TO COMMUNITY FACILITIES-HISTORIC; CONTAINING A PROVISION FOR INCLUSION IN THE CITY’S ADOPTED COMPREHENSIVE PLAN; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY: REPEALING CONFLICTING ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the parcel of property located at 648 NW 2nd Street is currently designated Community Facilities-Utilities on the Future Land Use Element of the City’s Comprehensive Plan, and  


WHEREAS, the Police Benevolent Association (PBA) Hall/Old Schoolhouse was originally constructed in 1910 and was located at the Bethlehem Lutheran property at 214 West Hallandale Beach Blvd. before being relocated to the City’s Public Works Compound; and 


WHEREAS, on May 1, 2006, the Broward County Commission approved the City’s application for the Broward County Historic Preservation Challenge Grant for $50,000 for the renovation of the PBA Hall/Old Schoolhouse; and 

WHEREAS, 
the agreement executed between the City and the County for the Historic Preservation Challenge Grant stipulates that the property shall be utilized for public purposes for a minimum of 25 years in order to meet grant fund guidelines; and     


WHEREAS, the City intends to amend the Future Land Use Element of the  Comprehensive Plan adopted by Ordinance 97-8 on May 20,1997, in the manner prescribed in Chapter 163, Florida Statures, to designate the subject parcel as Community Facilities-Historic, and

 WHEREAS, courtesy public notices were mailed to all property owners within 1000 foot radius from the affected area; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:


SECTION 1.
 The Future Land Use Element of the City of Hallandale Beach Comprehensive Plan is amended to change the designation of certain parcel located at 648 NW 2nd Street, as shown on Exhibit A and more particularly described on Exhibit B, from Community Facilities-Utilities to Community Facilities- Historic.

SECTION 2.  All ordinances or parts of ordinances and all resolutions or parts of resolution in conflict herewith are hereby repealed, to the extent of the conflict.

SECTION 3. The Plan hereby amended shall be transmitted for recertification to the Broward County Planning Council and shall be effective upon recertification by the Broward County Planning Council as provided in Chapter 163, Florida Statutes and the applicable provisions of the Florida Administrative Code.

SECTION 4.
 If this ordinance or any part thereof is declared by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, such decision shall not affect the validity of the remainder of this ordinance other than the part declared to be invalid.
