A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, SUPPORTING THE LET’S MOVE CITIES & TOWN CAMPAIGN HEADED BY THE FIRST LADY OF THE UNITED STATES

WHEREAS, the City supports the Lets’ Move! Campaign headed by the First Lady of the United States, the President’s Task Force on Childhood Obesity and the Secretary of Health and Human Services, in an effort to solve the challenge of childhood obesity within a generation.
NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA: 

SECTION 1.  The City Commission encourages other cities to adopt preventative measures to fight obesity as set forth by the First Lady of the United States of America in the Let’s Move campaign.

SECTION 2.  The City Commission also encourages other cities to sign-up with the United States Department of Health and Human Services – Region IX office as a Let’s Move! 
SECTION 3.
The City Commission urges cities to 1. help parents make healthy family choices 2. create healthy schools 3. provide access to healthy and affordable foods; and 4. promote physical activity.
