PURPOSE: 

The City Commission consider and adopt on First Reading an Ordinance providing to Peoples Gas System, a Division of Tampa Electric Company, a Non-Exclusive Gas Franchise Agreement for a period of Fifteen (15) years and imposing provisions and conditions from October 20, 2010 through October 19, 2025.

BACKGROUND:

In 1995, the City granted a non-exclusive fifteen (15) year franchise agreement, from March 17, 1995 through March 16, 2010, to Peoples Gas System, Inc. Peoples Gas System has requested the renewal of the non-exclusive franchise agreement.  Article V. Administration, Division 1:  Section 5.01,(4)(d), Ordinances and Resolutions, authorizes the extension of a franchise agreement by ordinance.

On March 3, 2010 the City Commission adopted on second reading an ordinance extending to Peoples Gas System a non-exclusive franchise agreement through June 30, 2010, unless, mutually extended by the parties beyond June 30, 2010, until a new franchise agreement was brought back for consideration by the City Commission.

DISCUSSION
During the March 3, 2010 Commission meeting, the City Commission directed staff to negotiate within the franchise agreement more penetration of Peoples Gas System within the City and the Golden Isles Neighborhood.  On May 25, 2010 City staff, City Manager and Teco Peoples Gas representative, Sergio Abreu, met to discuss the Golden Isles installation of additional gas lines. 

The Public Service Commission under letter ruling N. 5.601, third revised, does not provide for the inclusion of installation of additional gas lines in a franchise agreement.  This responsibility is that of the customer, that is the residents, should they desire it, and deposit the costs identified in the letter ruling with People’s Gas to extend the lines.  

Further in 2007 the Public Works Department, in coordination with the Golden Isles Infrastructure Subcommittee, worked with Teco Peoples Gas and obtained a proposal to provide the residents of Golden Isles additional lines to access natural gas. The proposal provided an estimated cost of approximately $431,262.00.  This cost did not include:        a) engineering studies required; b) a separate fee for the service line from the main point on the property where the eventual gas meter will go; c) costs for improvements to the residence for gas appliances to do construction work inside the house for installation of pipes behind the walls; and d) additional cost for purchase of gas appliances.  At the time, due to the estimated costs, the Golden Isles Infrastructure Subcommittee decided not to pursue this project.

The following information was obtained as result of a follow up meeting between City Attorney’s office and the Peoples Gas System representative. The Public Service Commission (PSC) regulates natural gas.  PSC tariff No. 5.601(2) and (3) stipulate that if a construction project cost for the installation of new pipes exceeds four (4) times the estimated annual revenue to be derived from the services to be provided, the Customer must deposit an amount equal to the excess of the project cost.  In this case, as stated above, the cost for the installation of new pipes in Golden Isles, based on the 2007 estimate provided by Teco Peoples Gas, would be approximately $431,262.  Mr. Abreu informed staff that this dollar amount meets the criteria in 5.061(2) and (3) and, therefore, the cost would have to be borne by the Customers and therefore, cannot be negotiated in a franchise agreement.  

The estimated cost to lay down the pipes is approximately thirty ($30) dollars per linear foot.  In addition to this cost, homeowners would need to hire a general contractor to break down walls to install piping inside the home for the installation of lines to provide, and install gas appliances.  

City’s Code of Ordinance, Chapter 7, Article VII Franchises, Section 7-261, specifies the City’s franchise agreements that are in effect in the City.  Article V. Administration of the City’s Charter Section 5.01 (4)(d) requires an ordinance requires the ordinance to grant, renew or extend a franchise.  The franchise agreement grants the Company the right and privilege to lay, erect, construct, operate and maintain in, on or under any and all rights-of-way, as they now exist or may be constructed, opened, laid out or extended within the present incorporated limits of the City, or in such territory as may added or annexed to, or consolidated with, the City.

There are other companies within the City that are selling natural gas to commercial and residential customers.  PSC rule 25-7.0335 provides that homeowners can purchase gas on the open market without going through Teco.  

RECOMMENDATION:

1) City Commission consider and adopt the attached Ordinance on First Reading and set Second Reading for October 20, 2010; and

PURPOSE:

The City Commission adopt on Second Reading an Ordinance changing the zoning to Business Limited and applying the Planned Development Overlay District (PDD) to the Palms Gateway project site generally located at 500 N. Dixie Highway and 501-509 NW 1 Avenue. This is a City-initiated application. 
BACKGROUND:

The subject property is a City owned parcel which the City acquired with the intent of developing a landmark mixed use project which would encourage redevelopment and reinvestment along the Foster Road Corridor. The property presently has various zoning designations which would not permit the City’s intended use of town homes, multi-family and commercial retail/office. Therefore, it is necessary to rezone the property to one uniform zoning classification.

On December 16, 2009, the City Commission awarded a Request for Proposal to Carlisle Development Group, LLC to develop the subject property with a mixed use project that would include affordable housing and commercial and/or office space.

On August 25, 2010, the Planning and Zoning Board, by a vote of 5-0 recommended approval of the applications. 

On September 8, 2010, a Community Meeting was held on the applications.

On September 15, 2010, the City Commission unanimously approved the attached Ordinances with a vote of 5-0.

DISCUSSION:

No changes were made to the Ordinances from First Reading.

PURPOSE:

Request Commission approval to apply for a 2011-2012 Community Budget Issue Request (CBIR) grant through the South Florida Water Management District’s Broward Initiatives Program for stormwater improvements in the Southwest Quadrant. The request is for $300,000 with an accompanying match of $300,000. 

BACKGROUND:

Each year the Florida Legislature solicits applications from cities and other governmental agencies for “Community Budget Issues Request” projects, including water projects.  This process provides an opportunity to secure legislature sponsorship of project funding through the state budget.  The Broward County Office of the South Florida Water Management District offers to submit an application that includes water quality improvement projects from several municipalities within the county.  The resultant grouping of prioritized municipal applications is then forwarded to the State Legislature for funding.  This is the process the City has followed on previous applications.

Broward County requested municipal grant applications be submitted by September 17, 2010 for inclusion in this year’s Broward Initiative Program.  Accordingly, the City has submitted an application for this grant, contingent upon Commission approval.

DISCUSSION:
Staff has been working together with the Broward Office of the South Florida Water Management District (SFWMD) to identify projects which would have the dual benefit of increasing the water quality of the Schaffer Canal while improving the drainage and flood protection of the Southwest Quadrant.  Biscayne Bay, into which the Schaffer Canal ultimately flows, is on Florida’s Group 4 Verified List of impaired waters. As a part of these efforts, in July 2010, the City successfully completed a South Florida Water Management District Water Quality grant project in the Schaffer Canal area that included regrading and resodding the swales and adding segments of exfiltration trench drainage to enhance the infiltration of stormwater prior to discharge.  The grant project being proposed would further assist these efforts.  The attached map (attachment A) depicts the project area.

At the July 7, 2010 Commission meeting, the Commission authorized the contract for Calvin Giordano & Associates to perform the Reasonable Assurance Report (RAR) and the design services for a major new drainage project in the Southwest Quadrant.  The project being designed entails drainage pump stations, injection wells and storm drainage pipes.  This grant would assist in funding the construction portion of this project.

The estimated total construction cost of the project is approximately $4,388,750.  Because the Broward Initiatives Program combines the requests of many Broward municipalities, the City cannot request sufficient funding to cover the full amount through Broward Initiatives.  Accordingly, the City is applying for $300,000 with an accompanying City match of $300,000. If approved, funding for the City’s match is available in CIP # 99-63-01, CRA Drainage Improvements, in CRA Public Works Programs, Account #130-6340-559-6629, Improvements and Extensions.  A copy of the application is attached. (See Attachment B.)

It is staff’s intention not only to apply for CBIR funding of this project through the Broward Initiatives Program but also to work together with the City Manager’s Office to apply directly to the State Legislature through State Representatives and/or State Senators.   Staff anticipates submitting a second CBIR grant application for $2,194,375, which is 50% of the cost of the construction.  Only one of the applications can be awarded.  The deadline for direct submittal of CBIR grant applications is January 2011. 

RECOMMENDATION:

City Commission:

· Authorize the application for the 2011-2012 Broward County Initiative Community Budget Issue Request (CBIR) grant for $300,000 with an accompanying match of $300,000, for stormwater improvements in the Southwest Quadrant;  

· Authorize the City Manager to execute all pertinent documents to implement the project; and 

· Authorize the City Manager to establish accounts and make expenditures to implement the project.

PURPOSE

Pursuant to Chapter 23, Section 23-108, Cooperative Purchasing, Hallandale Code of Ordinances, Request Authorization to Purchase a 2011 Eldorado Aerotech Minibus, Utilizing the Broward County Bid #V-Z-07-364-B-1, in an Amount Not-To-Exceed $75,000.

BACKGROUND

The City started offering the community transportation service over 15 ago.  At the program’s inception a trolley service was offered.  At that time, there were two routes that only serviced areas in the City east of Federal Highway.  From its modest beginning, this service now offers three minibus routes that cover the entire City and extends to key locations outside of City limits (See Routes Map – Attachment A).  A fare of fifty cents was previously to be collected; however the service has been offered free of charge since June 2005.
Over the years the City has consistently gauged the public’s opinion in order to improve this service.  This resulted in the City expanding and/or adding routes.  These changes caused an increase in ridership and the minibus service was made accessible in areas that, until then, were not benefiting from this valuable service.  The ridership increased from 109,163 to 159,160 between fiscal years 2007 and 2008, an increase of 43%.   In fiscal year 2009 the ridership decreased 7%.  However, as show in the graph below, the ridership for fiscal year 2009-2010 once again demonstrates an upward trend.
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DISCUSSION 

The City currently owns three (3) minibuses.  Following is the list of buses with their scheduled replacement year:

· Route No. 1 – Vehicle # 986 due for replacement in 2016.

· Route No. 2 – Vehicle # 835 due for replacement in 2010 (See Attachment B). 

· Route No. 3 – Vehicle # 936 due for replacement in 2013.

Vehicle No. 835 is currently past due for replacement and had several breakdowns.  Staff has received numerous calls about the A/C not working properly.   The current mileage on this 2004 Ford F-450 is 192,203.    This vehicle is in need of replacement and funding for its replacement was authorized by the City Commission during the 2010-2011 budget hearing held on September 29, 2010.  Upon replacement, this vehicle will be auctioned on Govdeals.  The specifications for the proposed replacement vehicle are included as Attachment C.  
The City currently has a contract with Limousines of South Florida to operate the minibus service.  This contract includes operation, maintenance, insurance and fuel. The City has always found it to be more cost effective to purchase the minibuses rather than to lease them.  The rate for providing service with a City owned bus is $32.50, while the rate with a leased bus is $38.75.  With a difference of $6.25 per hour, the additional cost of leasing for a year is $23,400.  The cost of purchasing the minibus is estimated at $75,000.  The following table shows that, after leasing the minibus for five years, the City would spend 35.89% more than the purchase price of the vehicle.  The typical service life of a bus is five to seven years.

The new minibus is expected to be delivered within two to three months after the order is placed.  The vehicle will be wrapped and a bike rack will be installed upon delivery of the minibus.  Staff has deemed it more cost effective to purchase the bike rack from a seperate vendor.

PURPOSE:

To approve a Resolution ratifying a contract between the City of Hallandale Beach and the Broward County Police Benevolent Association.
BACKGROUND:

Pursuant to an Impasse Hearing held on July 8, 2010, the City Commission approved a two year contract with the following changes to the Agreement: 
1. Effective July 8, 2010, 3% Cost of Living Adjustment (COLA) will be   

  added to base wages.

2. Effective July 8, 2010, Outside Service Duty Detail Compensation will no   

  longer be counted    as Pensionable Earnings and earnings from such  

 details will not be subject to pension fund contributions from employees.
3. Effective July 8, 2010, members who have not yet entered the DROP   

and are not yet eligible for normal retirement under the Plan and who later enter the DROP and select the assumed rate option shall have their DROP investment return rate revert to the actual earnings method upon completing their five (5) year DROP.
4. Effective July 8, 2010, decrease members’ contribution percentage from 
  10% to 9.5%.

The Broward County Police Benevolent Association took the agreement back to its Union members for a vote. The Union members voted to pass the two year contract.
DISCUSSION
The Resolution, if approved, will ratify the agreement (Attachment 2) between the Broward County Police Benevolent Association and the City of Hallandale Beach. Upon execution, copies of the agreement will be forwarded to the City Manager's Office and the City Commission.
RECOMMENDATION:

Staff recommends the City Commission approve the Resolution (Attachment 3) and authorize the City Manager to execute the agreement between the City of Hallandale and Broward County Police Benevolent Association.
