RESOLUTION NO. 2010-
A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, AUTHORIZING THE SUBMITTAL OF A GRANT APPLICATION FOR FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE FROM THE STATE OF FLORIDA HISTORIC PRESERVATION SMALL MATCHING GRANT FOR THE HISTORIC PRESERVATION OF THE MOFFITT HOUSE IN THE AMOUNT OF $50,000.00 WITH A $50,000 CITY MATCH.
WHEREAS, the City Commission is committed to the restoration and preservation of significant historic properties in the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida; and
WHEREAS, the J.W. Moffitt House is listed in Florida Master Site File with the Broward County Historical Commission as File Number BD2450; and
WHEREAS, the 3-bedroom classic cottage house was constructed in 1906 by town pioneer J.W. Moffitt, who played integral roles in the economic and political scene of Hallandale Beach during the early 1900s; and
WHEREAS, a 50% match is required from the City, which has previously been budgeted in the 2009-2010 fiscal year; and
WHEREAS, it is in the best interests of the City to apply for funding in the amount of $50,000 to assist the City with the historic preservation of the Moffitt House.
NOW, THERFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:

SECTION 1.

The City Commission authorizes the City Manager to submit an application for the Small Matching Grant Program sponsored by the Florida Department of State, Division of Historical Resources. 
SECTION 2.

The City Manager is authorized to execute the funding agreements and implement the funding, including the establishment of appropriate accounts.

SECTION 3. 

This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
