Interim City Manager Antonio was absent from the dais during this discussion. 
Mayor Cooper stated that since appointing Mark Antonio as Interim City Manager she has had an opportunity to work with him and watch him interact with staff and the community and is in favor of hiring Interim City Manager Antonio as the permanent City Manager. Mayor Cooper added, however that she does not want to stop the process, but would like for Interim City Manager Antonio to go through the interview process with all the Commissioners.  Further, she recommended that a 1-year employment agreement be negotiated and brought back for consideration by the City Commission. 
Vice-Mayor Julian stated that he is also in support of Interim City Manager Antonio as the permanent City Manager and after looking at the list of applicants, does not believe it is necessary to continue the search process.  Furthermore, he stated that Interim City Manager Antonio meets all the requirements and is willing to negotiate a 1-year employment agreement.   
Commissioner Ross stated that she has remained in opposition of the City Manager search process from the beginning as she believes that Interim City Manager Antonio is the right person for the job.  And after looking at the candidates, still feels the same way. 
Colin Baenziger, of Colin Baenziger and Associates, Inc., explained that the majority of the costs have already been invoiced; however, the City Commission may want to consider the costs associated with bringing in the short list candidates from out-of-town such as lodging and airfare.  He briefly explained the timetable remaining in the search process.
Commissioner Sanders stated that although he agrees with his colleagues regarding the qualifications of Mr. Antonio, he is in favor of completing the process.  

Commissioner London stated that although he believes Interim City Manager Antonio is doing an excellent job, he also is in favor of completing the process.  

Colin Baenziger, of Colin Baenziger and Associates, Inc., requested clarification on the directive: the City Commission would like to continue with the process of interviewing Mr. Antonio, but not the rest of the applicants at this time.  Mayor Cooper responded in the affirmative should that be the Commission’s consensus.

MOTION

Once negotiations with Mr. Baenziger are finalized, a draft agreement will be considered by the City Commission at a publicly noted meeting.  Should the negotiations with Mr. Antonio fail, the City Commission will continue interviews with the candidates in the short list.

Mayor Cooper stated that she received a follow-up letter from City of Hollywood City Manager, Cameron Benson, informing her that the Hollywood Beach City Commission had approved the application for extended hours by Nikki’s Marina with conditions restricting the noise levels. 
Vice-Mayor Julian also spoke about the community meeting on September 13, 2010 and community policing, community involvement and the location of a police sub-station within the Northwest Community. 
Commissioner London spoke on the same topic and commended Mayor Cooper for the apology extended to the residents during the meeting, and added that he agreed with the suggestions of his colleagues.
Commissioner Ross spoke on the same topic an agreed with the City Commission that the ideas presented at the meeting were important and should be researched.  

Mayor Cooper directed staff to prepare a plan of action and bring back when ready for discussion.
