


ORDINANCE 2011 - 

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, AMENDING CHAPTER 30, UTILITIES, ARTICLE II, WATER SERVICE, DIVISION 4, WATER CONSERVATION, SECTION 30-133, RESTRICTIONS ON LANDSCAPE IRRIGATION, ESTABLISHING MANDATORY YEAR-ROUND LANDSCAPE IRRIGATION MEASURES TO PROVIDE FOR A PROHIBITION OF WASTEFUL AND UNNECESSARY WATER USE; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, South Florida Water Management District (“District”) has provided for year-round landscape irrigation restriction for its jurisdictional areas under Subsection 40E-24.201, Florida Administrative Code; and

	WHEREAS, the Lower East Coast Region of the District, including the City and Broward County, has experienced and continues to experience extreme water shortage emergencies that raise awareness on the necessity for year-round landscape irrigation water conservation measures and the prevention of wasteful and unnecessary uses of water; and

	WHEREAS, outdoor irrigation accounts for up to 50 percent of water use in Florida, and up to 50 percent of the water applied to lawns is lost to evaporation or runoff according to the South Florida Water Management District; and

	WHEREAS, the City has achieved daily per capita water reductions of 20% within the past five years, mostly due to one-day per week water irrigation restrictions, stricter than all other Cities in Broward County, together with the strong water conservation program the City implements through education and community outreach; and

	WHEREAS, the City presently imposes year-round, landscape water irrigation restrictions to the hours of 4:00 a.m. to 8:00 a.m., on Mondays, Wednesdays, and Saturdays, or Tuesday, Thursday, and Sunday, pursuant to Section 30-133 of the Code of Ordinances, which also allows to conform to stricter South Florida Water Management District requirements, as necessary; and

	WHEREAS, Section 373.609, Florida Statutes, provide that it shall be the duty of municipal governmental and law enforcement officials to assist the South Florida Water Management District in the enforcement of Chapter 373, Florida Statutes, and any rules adopted thereunder, upon request by the South Florida Water Management District; and

	WHEREAS, the City deems it to be in the best interest of the citizens and residents of the City and desires to amend its current ordinance to provide for enhanced year-round landscape irrigation water conservation and prohibit wasteful and unnecessary uses of water associated with landscape irrigation consistent with District-wide, year-round landscape irrigation measures proposed as an amendment to Subsection 40E-24, Florida Administrative Code.

	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ENACTED BY THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, AS FOLLOWS:

	SECTION 1.	Chapter 30, Utilities Article II, Water Services, Division 4, Water Conservation, Section 30-133, Restrictions on Landscape Irrigation of the City’s Code of Ordinances is hereby amended to read as follows:

	Section 30-133. Restrictions on Landscape Irrigation

(a)   Landscape irrigation for existing installations shall be restricted for odd numbered buildings to the hours of 4:00 a.m. to 8:00 a.m., Monday, Wednesday, and Saturday, and even numbered buildings to the hours of 4:00 a.m. to 8:00 a.m. Tuesday, Thursday, and Sunday; low-volume irrigation systems, or low-volume hand watering using a self-canceling shut off nozzle, shall not be restricted, provided that water shall be cut off or shut off from use while the principal reason for its use is not being performed; neither shall watering of new landscaping planted for less than 30 days be restricted. If the South Florida Water Management District imposes restrictions that exceed the city's ordinance, the city shall conform to such restrictions.

For landscape irrigation on less than five irrigated acres, residents and businesses with odd-numbered addresses can water lawns and landscapes on Mondays from either 4 a.m. to 8 a.m. or from 4 p.m. to 8 p.m., not both.  Residents and businesses with even-numbered addresses, those with no addresses, and those that irrigate both even and odd addresses in the same zone can water lawns and landscapes on Thursdays from either 4 a.m. to 8 a.m. or from 4 p.m. to 8 p.m., not both.

For landscape irrigation on greater than, or equal to 5 irrigated acres, residents and businesses with odd-numbered addresses can water lawns and landscapes on Mondays from either 12 a.m. to 8 a.m. or 4 p.m. to 11:59 p.m., not both.  Residents and businesses with even-numbered addresses and those with no addresses can water lawns and landscapes on Thursdays from either 12 a.m. to 8 a.m. or 4 p.m. to 11:59 p.m., not both.  Residents and businesses that irrigate both even and odd addresses in the same zone can water lawns and landscapes on Thursdays from either 12 a.m. to 8 a.m. or 4 p.m. to 11:59 p.m., not both.

No area may be irrigated more than once per week.

For new landscaping, additional watering is allowed for up to 60 days following the installation of new landscaping.  For properties less than five acres, new landscaping that has been in place for less than 30 days can be irrigated from 2 a.m. to 8 a.m. on Mondays, Tuesdays, Wednesdays, Thursdays, Saturdays and/or Sundays.  New landscaping that has been in place for 31 days to 60 days can be irrigated from 2 a.m. to 8 a.m. on Mondays, Wednesdays, Thursdays and Saturdays.  For properties five acres or more, new landscaping that has been in place for less than 30 days can be irrigated from 12 a.m. to 8 a.m. on Mondays, Tuesdays, Wednesdays, Thursdays, Saturdays and/or Sundays.  New landscaping that has been in place for 31 to 60 days can be irrigated from 12 a.m. to 8 a.m. on Mondays, Wednesdays, Thursdays and Saturdays.
Watering restriction applies to all water sources for irrigation, such as utility, lake, pond, canal, well, etc.  The use of low-volume irrigation methods, including micro-irrigation, container watering and hand-watering with a hose and automatic shut-off nozzle, is allowed any time.  Irrigation using reclaimed water and harvested rainwater is also allowed any time.


(c)   If the district imposes restrictions on landscape irrigation for new and existing installations, which are more restrictive than those imposed by this section or which specify different days than those herein specified, such more restrictive regulations or differently scheduled regulations shall apply in the geographic areas of the county subject to such more restrictive regulations.

	SECTION 2. All ordinances or parts of ordinances and all resolutions or parts of resolutions in conflict herewith are hereby repealed.

	SECTION 3.	In the event that any section or provision of this ordinance or any portion thereof, any paragraph, sentence, or word would be declared by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, such decision shall not affect the validity of the remainder hereof as a whole or part thereof other than the part declared to be invalid.

SECTION 4. 	This Ordinance shall become effective as provided by law.
