PURPOSE

Presentation and discussion of traffic calming devices, alternatives and best practices.

BACKGROUND

During the City Commission meeting of January 18th, 2011, staff was instructed to research the various alternatives for traffic calming devices (TCDs) and best practices, and once ready, contact the residents with a survey asking for their preferences. Furthermore, staff was directed to research the City’s high traffic areas to identify areas where TCDs have been requested in the past, to review the City’s existing policy for the installation of TCDs, and to provide a cost benefit analysis of the calming devices recommended by staff. The goal of this directive is to institute a program that will provide for consistency and uniformity in the request for and installation of TCDs throughout the City. To this end a Commission Workshop open to all residents has been scheduled for March 28th, 2011 at 6:00 at the Commission chambers.

DISCUSSION

The City has utilized various forms of TCDs in the past, such as speed humps, speed pillows, rumble strips and speed tables. The City’s policy for installation of TCDs was approved and adopted by the City commission on August 1st, 2000. (See Attachment 1). A brief synopsis of the policy follows.

· Request for a speed hump may originate from the City Commission, staff, civic association, schools or private citizens.

· For a citizen request, staff requests residents to get at least 5 neighbors in support of the request, to sign a petition.

· Staff requests Broward County Traffic Division to perform a speed study.

· If a problem exists staff will prepare preliminary design and submit to Fire and Police.

· A survey of residents on the block will be done. If 50% of responds are in favor staff will install a speed hump. City Manager, Fire and Police will be notified of pending installation.

· If there is a question, staff will review with City Manager. 

· If the request is denied, the City Commission will be notified.

· Once installed the City coordinates with BCTD to install striping and signage.
· The process can take 3-4 months from initial request to completion.
Per the City Commission‘s instruction to address TDCs on a City wide basis, staff met with the Police and Fire departments to discuss their recommendations and to address areas of concern they might have. In addition, staff attended a workshop on January 31, 2011 and conducted research on TCD alternatives and best practices. The installation of TCDs is typically addressed in either of two ways, thru individual requests or as part of a redesign for a specific area, usually in conjunction with creating dead end streets, access control plans, and safer neighborhoods. The attached white paper (Attachment 2) is the result of staff’s research. Representatives from the Broward County Traffic Engineering Division and the City’s traffic engineer will be in attendance at the workshop. 
RECOMMENDATION

The City Commission to consider staff’s recommendations and provide further direction to be undertaken.
