A Resolution of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida, AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO ENTER INTO A LOCAL AGENCY PROGRAM AGREEMENT with the FLorida departmeNT of transportation (FDOT) FOR Financial Project (FPN) Number 422276-2-58-01, a1a landscape enhancements PROJECT. 

WHEREAS, the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) has scheduled a resurfacing, restoration and rehabilitation (RRR) project for A1A within the City of Hallandale Beach for FY 2013-14, which will incorporate the pedestrian enhancements that the City was planning to construct under the above FM project; and,

WHEREAS, the City will be proceeding with the landscape improvement portion of the project ahead of the RRR project; and,

WHEREAS, FDOT has reserved the funds from the previous LAP Grants to contribute to this project, $177,000; and,
WHEREAS, The City Commission originally authorized the City Manager to submit applications for financial assistance under the 2006 and 2007 Transportation Enhancement Programs for A1A, Installation of Pedestrian Safety and Median Enhancements on April 16, 2006 and May 2, 2007; and,

WHEREAS, FDOT selected these projects for funding under the FDOT Transportation Enhancement Program; and, 


WHEREAS, the term of the agreement shall continue until the end of the project or June 30, 2013, whichever occurs first; and,


WHEREAS, FDOT’s total participation is six hundred thousand dollars ($600,000) of which one hundred seventy seven thousand dollars ($177,000) is for the landscape enhancement component of this agreement; and, 

WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of the City to enter into a Local Agency Program Agreement to complete the road improvements on A1A;  


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:



SECTION 1.

The City Commission authorizes the City Manager to enter into a Local Agency Program agreement (LAP) with the Florida Department of Transportation.  The City Manager is authorized to execute the Local Agency Program agreement (LAP) and implement the funding, including the establishment of appropriate accounts.


SECTION 2. 

This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
