Mayor Cooper opened the floor for public comments.  
Howard Garson, 2214 NE 11th Street, Hallandale Beach, Parks and Recreation Advisory Board Member, spoke in support of allowing dogs at Joseph Scavo Park within a “dog friendly area” on a trial basis.    

Rosalia Bouillon, 1980 S. Ocean Dr. Hallandale Beach, Parks and Recreation Advisory Board Member, spoke in opposition of allowing dogs at a “dog friendly area,” unless the area is separated by a fence from the rest of the park.   

Carolyn Johnson, 407 NW 7th Court, Hallandale Beach, Parks and Recreation Advisory Board Member, stated that the Parks Advisory Committee was in place to advise the City Commission and urged them to take their recommendations for a fenced in dog park into consideration.  

Barbara Southwick, 200 Diplomat Parkway, Hallandale Beach, Chair, Parks and Recreation Advisory Board, spoke in support of allowing dogs at Joseph Scavo Park within a fenced in area close to the sidewalk.   

Colette Connor, 1951 Atlantic Shores Blvd., Hallandale Beach, spoke in support of establishing a “dog friendly area” within the perimeter of Joseph Scavo Park. 

Candace Coleman, 2101 Atlantic Shores Blvd., Hallandale Beach, Florida, spoke in support of establishing a “dog friendly area” within Joseph Scavo Park, at least on a temporary basis.  
Mayor Cooper closed the floor for public comments.  
Answering a question from Commissioner London, Jim Buschman, Risk Manager, stated that it is in the best interest of the City to lessen the liability as much as possible; he added that the best scenario would be to have a separate park specifically designated as a ‘dog park,” without playground equipment for children and/or picnic tables.
