(2110) ADMINISTRATIVE SERVICES DIVISION

· A complete audit was conducted of all firearms held as evidence, found property, and City owned duty weapons.  Three clerical errors were identified and corrected.  
(2120) OFFICE OF THE CHIEF

· 3/9 – Chief Flournoy met with community members at Ebenezer Baptist Church to discuss gangs.  Meeting was requested by Juliet Brown.
· 3/14 – Chief Flournoy met with Weed & Seed Committee at Higher Vision Ministries Church.
(2120) POLICE ATHLETIC LEAGUE

January-March

· Youth Track and Field began practicing and participating in local meets.  All children ages 5-18 can participate in this program.  Practices are held Monday through Wednesdays at the Hallandale High School Track.  .  In addition, PAL hosted its first track meet on Saturday, March 12.  Over four hundred athletes from Dade and Broward County competed in field and track events.  PAL athletes took over 50 medals in their events.

· Youth Fall Soccer concluded its largest soccer season ever.  Our 15 in-house teams in the Under 6, Under 8 and Under 10 held their playoffs while the 12 travel teams competed in the Greater Hollywood Soccer League Playoffs.  The travel teams claimed championships in five different age groups.  On Sunday, March 20, 2011 PAL hosted its soccer family day with over 600 people in attendance.  Families were treated to a rock climbing wall, bounce houses, food and awards.  In addition the in-house divisions played in an all star games.  Over $3,000 was raised in raffle sales to support the event. 

· Basketball began play for its 2011 season.  Four travel teams were formed in the Under 10 and Under 12 divisions and participate with Miramar PAL through April.

· Baseball registration concluded in February. Practices began in February with games starting in March.  The teams will play throughout Broward County.  The following teams were registered:

· Registration began for Bowling.  Children ages 6-12 will participate at Holiday Lanes in Hallandale Beach.  The season is set to begin in May.

· PAL Coordinator Carrillo attended a State PAL directors meeting on March 6, 2011.  As Region 2 Director, Carrillo represented local PAL’s from Broward and West Palm Beach.  

Fundraising:

January

· PAL hosted its monthly luncheon on Friday, January 21, 2011 at City Hall.  $200 was raised with the sale of chili dogs.

· PAL donated free hot dogs, soda and chips during the Vice Mayor’s 3rd Annual Blood Drive.

February

· The PAL of Hallandale Beach held its first of two Antique Shows the weekend of February 26-27, 2011.  The sold out show produced $3,900 in profits.
March

· The PAL of Hallandale Beach concluded its Soccer fundraiser which raised over $3,000.00.  Funds went to cover cost of soccer banquet.

(2130) UNIFORMED PATROL DIVISION
 NORTHWEST QUADRANT
As a result of a noticeable increase in narcotics activity on NW 7 Avenue NW 7 Terrace, north of foster Road, Officers conducted operations to curb the drug sales, robberies, and shootings occurring there.  The city's video surveillance system was a fundamental tool in developing information and conducting surveillance.  The SET team conducted numerous operations in the area. Our combined efforts for the last three months resulted in a total fourteen arrests. 
SOUTHWEST QUADRANT
Business owners/management of restaurants along the 800 block of West Hallandale Beach Boulevard again requested assistance with juveniles and adults loitering, using narcotics, selling narcotics and engaging in physical altercations during the lunch hour.  The Community Involvement Unit and SROs from the schools provided additional police presence.  Security personnel from the Hallandale Adult Center also assisted as most of the problems stem from students who attend there.  Officers and school security also encouraged students to return to school grounds once they’ve completed eating lunch.  There were four arrests made in the area during the quarter. The enhanced police presence served as a great deterrent and business owners were elated with our efforts and assistance.  

NORTHEAST QUADRANT

We were alerted that women were being solicited for prostitution in the area of Sunrise Park. Men were using profane language.  This caused some residents, and their kids, to stop utilizing the park for recreational activities.  Officers performed high visibility patrols and step up enforcement particularly involving person(s) loitering around the park. VIN conducted two prostitution stings in the area during the period, which resulted in twenty-five arrests. There have been no further complaints of reoccurrences of this problem. Officers will continue to perform foot patrols intermittently during their tour of duty in order to avoid future reoccurrences.

As a result of a citizen complaint, Officers have also been conducted daily foot patrols at Scavo Park to monitor complaints of dogs being in the park and persons riding bicycles and motorized scooters on the walking path. Several persons have been educated and warned about the dog ordinance and park rules.

 SOUTHEAST QUADRANT

Due to the fact that the Gulfstream racing season began, we received several complaints concerning traffic in the Southeast.  Officers monitored and determined that there was an issue with the cycle of the lights at Southeast First Avenue and Hallandale Beach Blvd.  Broward County Traffic Engineering came out and adjusted the cycle of the lights at that intersection, which greatly alleviated the backup along Southeast First Avenue.  The police department also utilized the Traffic message board to alert drivers of alternate routes to and from the racetrack.  The traffic light repairs and public education campaign have improved the traffic flow during both the incoming and outgoing times on racing days. 
(2130) COMMUNITY INVOLVEMENT UNIT
The CIU continues to collaborate with Development Services/Code Compliance to educate residents and property owners regarding City of Hallandale Beach Code of Ordinances to minimize property violations.  During the quarter, nine (9) citations were issued for code violations.  In addition, several community complaints in reference to code violations were resolved.

On February 11, 2011, an alcohol and tobacco operation was conducted by CIU. During the operation, a minor was sent into our local stores and attempted to purchase alcohol culminating in the arrest of one clerk. On Monday February 21, 2011, the Sea Leg fishing trip took place in the City of Fort Lauderdale; 17 youths from the community were exposed to a great fishing expedition accompanied by Von Thomas, Hepburn Center Youth Services Coordinator, Basil Phillips, Vice Mayor/Pastor Anthony Sanders, and Mike Witherspoon. On Saturday, February 26, 2011, the Chamber of Commerce "Green Leadership Organization” (GLO), the Rotary Club, and the City of Hallandale Beach hosted the, “ECO Fair 2011” at the Municipal Complexion. 

On Monday March 9, 2011, Major K. Cowley, Captain P. Robert, Sgt. R. Bouni, Officers A. Vera, M. McKenzie, M. Jackson III, and G. Nova, participated in a “Gang Education” community meeting located at Ebenezer Baptist Church. On March 26, 2011, The Austin Hepburn Center hosted a “Young Master’s Club Party.”
     1. TRAFFIC UNIT

During this quarter, the H.B.P.D. Traffic Unit issued a total of 1827 traffic citations, made a total of 62 arrests (13 felonies and 88 misdemeanors), and arrested 25 individuals for D.U.I.  Moreover, the members of the Traffic Unit conducted a total of 101 traffic accident and 88 hit and run investigations.  The Traffic Unit also responded to speeding complaints in the southwest area on County Line Road and Second Avenue by performing radar enforcement and high visibility patrols.  
On March 29, 30, 2011 the Traffic Unit conducted 2 separate 4 hour operations pertaining to seatbelt violations at night.  During this operation there were a total of 258 seatbelt citation violations related to the Click It or Ticket Campaign.
 2. SELECTIVE ENFORCEMENT TEAM
During this quarter, The Selective Enforcement Team had a total of 55 arrests (34 felonies and 21 misdemeanors) and seized 18 grams of marijuana, 14 grams of cocaine, and 12 oxycodone pills with a total street value of $700.00.  Recognizing an increase in air conditioning unit thefts, SET performed a series of during overnight hours in an effort to apprehend those responsible which yielded valuable intelligence currently being followed up by the Investigative Services Division.   SET also concentrated their efforts during daytime hours in the southwest section of the city as a proactive approach to curtail burglary to residences, specifically during spring break week.  SET assisted members of Broward County Probation and Parole Division conduct a total of 26 checks of persons on active probation within our city limits which resulted in five arrests.  Moreover, SET worked in conjunction with BSO on a sweep of the southern end of the county (Pembroke Park and Hallandale Beach) in which 19 arrests were made, one pound of marijuana, $4200.00 in cash, and two semi-automatic guns were seized along with the confiscation of 4 vehicles and the recovery of 53 oxycodone pills with an approximate street value of $530.00.   
(2140) INVESTIGATIVE SERVICES DIVISION
· On January 25, 2011, the Internet Crimes Against Children Task Force along with our Task Force member detective in a joint investigation with the Aventura Police Department executed a search warrant in the city of Hallandale Beach, Florida where a subject was arrested and charged with 25 counts of Possession of Child Pornography.
· On March 10, 2011, the Internet Crimes Against Children Task Force along with our Task Force member detective participated in the execution of a search warrant in Lauderhill, Florida where a subject was arrested and charged with 20 counts of Possession of Child Pornography.
· On March 15, 2011, ISD investigated two armed robberies where the suspect was identified via his finger prints by the crime scene technicians. ISD and VIN developed a plan where they ultimately located, arrested and charged the suspect with two counts of Armed Robbery. Detectives also located the firearm used in the crimes, obtained a confession and recovered one of the victim’s stolen property.
(2140) VICE INTELLIGENCE NARCOTICS UNIT

· During this quarter members of the Vice Intelligence and Narcotics Unit assisted detectives from the Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco, and Firearms reference the purchase of an A.K. 47 assault rifle and crack cocaine from a suspect which resulted in federal prosecution.  Additionally, a prostitution operation was performed at a local hotel which yielded a total of 10 arrests for related charges.  VIN Detectives continue to concentrate efforts in combating narcotic related activities throughout the city resulting in the recovery of 25.4 grams of cocaine, 57 Oxycodone pills with a combined street value of approximately $1000.00.
