ANNUAL REPORT TO CITY COMMISSION

REPORTING PERIOD:  1/1/2010 THRU 12/31/2010
The Unsafe Structures Board is an important group of professionals which serve the City on a voluntary basis. They facilitate the processing of unsafe buildings by the Building Official.  Unsafe structures include but are not limited to those which constitute a fire or windstorm hazard, an illegal or improper use, occupancy or maintenance, or which do not comply with the Minimum Housing Code, or which have been substantially damaged by the elements, acts of God, fire, explosion or otherwise, and incomplete buildings or those commenced without a permit.  Most of the building code violations are usually processed through the Code Compliance system and include a hearing before the Special magistrate. 
In contrast, the Unsafe Structures Board processes structures that are heavily damaged by hurricanes, fire and/or rain or those that are abandoned and not maintained for a number of years. The latter types of unsafe structures are not habitable. The building code provides standards for processing of unsafe structures and secures the beneficial interests of the public comprised of safety, health and general welfare by ensuring structural integrity, stability, sanitation, adequate electrical, gas, mechanical and plumbing systems of buildings and safety to life and property from fire and other hazards.

Based on the requirements of the Code for unsafe structures, the City’s and property owners actions, and the Unsafe Structures voluntary demolition assistance program, The Unsafe Structures Board has processed and closed approximately one hundred and two (102) cases since January 2000, sixty-five (65) of which were demolished and thirty-one (31) were repaired. In this reporting period, nine (9) unsafe structures were demolished and the properties cleared of debris.
