An Ordinance of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida  Repealing Article VIII, Section 32-967 Notices, in its entirety and  Amending Chapter 32, of the Zoning and Land Development Code, Article IX, Section 1002  Notice Requirement. Providing for Conflict; Providing for Severability; Providing for Codification.Providing an Effective Date.(This Ordinance is a result of Application # 16-12-TC by the City of Hallandale Beach.)







 

PURPOSE:

To repeal Article VIII, Section 32-967, Notices, and amend Article IX, Section 32-1002 of the Zoning and Land Development Code regarding the City’s notice requirements.
BACKGROUND:
On September 3, 2008, the City Commission adopted Ordinance # 2008-19 creating Article IX, of the Zoning and Land Development Code in order to codify administrative policies and update regulations pertaining to notice requirements for land development applications and related requests. As a result of the adoption of the new notice requirements, Section 32-967 is outdated and in conflict with the present regulations. Therefore, said section is proposed to be repealed in the attached draft Ordinance (Exhibit 1).
ANALYSIS 
Article IX Section 32-1002(4) provides for the publication of the agenda of the Planning and Zoning Board at least five days before the meeting. Section 32-1002(5) specifies the agenda must be posted at a public place on a wall at City Hall at least three days prior to the public hearing be published. Section 32-1003 requires publication of the various types of public notices be made 10 days prior to hearings/meetings, thus conflicting with Section 32-1002(4) relative to the Planning and Zoning Board hearing. 
On February 1, 2012, the City Commission considered and approved the Citizens Planning Bill of Rights for Hallandale Beach and its Administrative Policy concerning public notice of development projects (Exhibit 2). 

The Public Notice Policy includes many requirements to ensure public participation and dissemination of development related information such as: the information to be included in the public notice; posting new applications filed with the City on the City’s website; posting the Planning and Zoning Board and City Commission agendas on the website a minimum of 7 days prior to the hearing; posting of property and developer’s public meetings.
The Public Notice Policy also specifies the Planning and Zoning Board agenda be published 10 days prior to the hearing and the agenda be posted in City Hall at least 7 days prior to the hearing, consistent with the Code requirement of Section 32-1003. 
The attached proposed Ordinance revises the number of days required for agenda publication from 5 days to 10 days and the agenda posting in City Hall from 3 days to 7 days consistent with the Citizens Planning Bill of Rights/ Public Notice Administrative Policy and Section 32-1003 of the Code.

RECOMMENDATION:
The Planning and Zoning Board recommend approval of the attached Ordinance. The Ordinance will subsequently be presented to the City Commission for First and Second Readings.
