RESOLUTION NO. 2012 - 
A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, ELIMINATING THE SUNSET DATE FOR THE AD HOC CEMETERY COMMITTEE; INCREASING THE COMMITTEE MEMBERSHIP BY TWO MEMBERS ; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.   
WHEREAS, The City Cemetery holds a very special and historic place in the Hallandale Beach Community, as this is the place of rest for many forefathers and longtime Hallandale Beach residents and their families; and

WHEREAS,  The City offers various services, such as a pre-need payment program, sales of cemetery lots, vaults, niches and markers, which ensure sustainability for the Cemetery Fund; and

 WHEREAS, On May 19, 2010 the City Commission approved by motion the creation of an Ad Hoc Cemetery Committee; and
WHEREAS, the purpose of establishing the Ad Hoc Cemetery Committee was to provide a plan with recommendations regarding the maintenance and preservation of the City Cemetery; and
WHEREAS, the Ad Hoc Cemetery Committee was scheduled to begin work in May, 2011 and recommend a Cemetery Plan to be presented to the City Commission no later than the second meeting in May 2012. However, the committee did not start meeting until March 2012; and 
WHEREAS, the Ad Hoc Cemetery Committee is composed of five members and a City liaison with each of the five City Commissioners appointing one of the five members of the committee; and
WHEREAS, the Ad Hoc Cemetery Committee is requesting to eliminate the sunset date, allowing the committee to continue indefinitely, and to increase the committee by two additional members.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:

SECTION 1. 
The City Commission authorizes the elimination of the sunset date and the addition of two appointees who shall be appointed pursuant to Section 2-72(2) of the City of Hallandale Beach Code of Ordinances, increasing this committee from five to seven members.  
SECTION 2.
The Cemetery Committee shall operate in accordance with the Rules and Regulations established in Administrative Policy No. 2026.020, as amended. 
SECTION 3. 
 This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
