Villa Providence, the Italian-styled homestead of Frank and Rosina Curci is etched in the early history of Hallandale Beach. 
WHEREAS:
Frank and Rosina Curci opened Villa Providence to countless Hallandale Beach residents after the Great Hurricane of 1926 devastated much of Hallandale Beach. 
WHEREAS:
Curci family members lived in the Villa Providence from 1924 until the 1950s before selling the property to a series of buyers who let the historic site fall into disrepair.

WHEREAS:
The historic Villa Providence has been preserved for future generations by the efforts of the City of Hallandale Beach and the Hallandale Beach Historic Preservation Board.
WHEREAS:
Laurie Curci, daughter of John Curci, Jr., granddaughter of John Curci, Sr., and great-granddaughter of Frank and Rosina Curci, spent four years documenting the restoration of Villa Providence as a symbol of early life in the City of Hallandale Beach.

WHEREAS:
Laurie Curci’s video documentation preserves the rich history of Villa Providence for future generations of Hallandale Beach residents and countless YouTube® viewers worldwide on the Internet.  
NOW, THEREFORE, I, Joy F. Cooper, Mayor of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida, on behalf of the City Commission do hereby proclaim July 7th, 2012, the next day the Curci House is open for tours, as:
