Richard Shan, 134 South Dixie Highway #106, Hallandale Beach, spoke in opposition of the proposed changes for lane reconfigurations along Hallandale Beach Blvd. and Dixie Highway; he added that the proposal needed to be vetted with the property owners and business owners that may be affected by these changes.  He further congratulated City Manager Antonio on his retirement. 
Mayor Cooper suggested the City Commission reconsider the Item.   
City Manager Crichton advised that staff would address the concerns with Mr. Shan and will  report back to the City Commission.

An Ordinance of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida, Applying the Planned Development Overlay District (PDD) to the Beachwalk Property Located at 2600 East Hallandale Beach Boulevard; Providing for Conflict, Severability and an Effective Date. ON JANUARY 25, 2012, THE PLANNING AND ZONING BOARD RECOMMENDED DENIAL OF THE APPLICATION BY A ROLL CALL VOTE OF 4/0. 

ON JUNE 6, 2012, THE CITY COMMISSION APPROVED FIRST READING OF THIS ORDINANCE BY A ROLL CALL VOTE OF 5/0.
City Attorney Whitfield administered the Oath for truthful testimony to all persons that were signed up and/or would testify concerning the matter.  

City Clerk James polled the City Commission concerning ex-parte communications.

All members of the City Commission answered in the affirmative and all members of the City Commission noted that those communications would not affect their vote during the proceedings.   

City Manager Crichton provided a detailed summary of the changes proposed by the City Commission and the responses derived from negotiations with the applicant since the June 6th, 2012 City Commission Meeting at which time the Ordinances and applications were considered on First Reading; she further turned the presentation over to staff and the applicant. 
Debbie Orshefsky, Applicant’s Attorney, Greenburg Traurig, PA, gave a presentation outlining the reasons for rejections of some recommendations proposed by the City Commission.  She further answered questions posed by the City Commission.  

At the recommendation of Mayor Cooper, the applicant and the City Commission reached the following consensus:

Consensus – Items 6.A. and 6.C of the proposed Development Agreement
· To direct the Applicant and the City Attorney/City Manager to draft language for inclusion in the Development Agreement to state that the City will provide training and resources through the NEED City program; and that the applicant will supply the Job Descriptions and skill sets required to meet the goal of 10% hiring of City of Hallandale Beach residents, estimated by the Developer to be approximately 26 positions.  In the event NEED is unable to identify a sufficient pool of qualified resident candidates to meet the 10% goal the Developer will work with NEED to formulate and implement a training program so that this goal is achievable.  Developer agrees to fund the $1,000 training expense for each position remaining to be filled to meet the goal in 6.A., not to exceed a total funding contribution of $26,000, and agrees to hire suitable candidates once trained.  
Mayor Cooper opened the Public Hearing.
Bill Julian, 1102 NE 2nd Court, Hallandale Beach, spoke in support of the Beachwalk Project and suggested the City Commission provide matching funds of $250,000 to complete improvements at Diana Drive.  
Csaba Kulin, 600 NE 14th Avenue, Hallandale Beach, spoke in support of the Beachwalk Project, and concerning the need for the Developer to agree to more amicable terms related to parking, job creation and vacation of the City’s Right-of-Ways.    

Andrew Markoff, 705 SW 2nd Court, Hallandale Beach, spoke in support of the Beachwalk Project and urged the residents to trust the elected officials to make decisions in the best interest of the City.  He further congratulated City Manager Antonio on his retirement.
Nicole Deawout, 2600 Diana Drive #310, Hallandale Beach, spoke in support of the Beachwalk Project and read into the record a Letter of Support from the Coastal Waterways Apartments Association.   

Shalina Jaffer, Representative, Property Owner 2520 East Hallandale Beach Blvd., stated that her client is proposing a development at 2520 East Hallandale Beach Blvd., and the project’s proposed parking conflicts with overflow parking 

Adrian Tespayne, 2518 East Hallandale Beach Blvd., Hallandale Beach, spoke concerning parking issues that may develop due to the project’s proposed shortage or parking spaces.  She further suggested these concerns be addressed proactively.   

Margie Parsons, 2500 Diana Drive, Hallandale Beach, spoke in opposition of the proposed improvements along Diana Drive.  

Mayor Cooper closed the Public Hearing.
The applicant gave answered the concerns raised during the Public Hearing. 
Commissioner London noted that since parking throughout the City is lacking, he remained in opposition of the applicant’s proposed parking program and would seek a resolution to the concern at the time of Development Approval.
City Manager Crichton outlined possible scenarios for parking violations and a plan of action by the City regarding enforcement of violations of the proposed parking program.

Commissioner Lewy noted that the developer should ensure that parking is maintained on-site, and that he was not in support of off-site parking for this project. He further added that the applicant should be required to pay for staff time spent managing the parking program.
Mayor Cooper concurred.

Answering a question posed by Mayor Cooper, City Attorney Whitfield provided the process on handling required “lock out of units,” should it become necessary during operation of the hotel. 
Answering a question posed by Commissioner London, City Manager Crichton noted that the proposed developer contributions for traffic improvements along Diana Drive are not adequate to fund the project’s completion.  

Consensus:

·  To direct staff to include language within the Development Agreement to state that there would be no overflow parking and that all parking will remain on site.  
· To direct staff to schedule a Community Meeting after November 2012 with the residents along Diana Drive to discuss the proposed improvements in the area to gather community input and consensus.     
· To direct staff to work with the applicant to include language within the Development Agreement requiring development of the North Beach Park as approved by the City Commission in the Citywide Parks Master Plan.
· To direct staff to earmark the developer contributions for City-wide Improvements of $250,000 for improvements along Diana Drive.

Dave Smith, 22 Coconut Avenue, Hallandale Beach, spoke concerning the utilization of the North Beach Facility noting that it had been poorly marketed.
