[bookmark: _GoBack]A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, AUTHORIZING AND APPROVING THE PURCHASE OF  FUEL MANAGEMENT SYSTEMS THAT USE COMPRESSED NATURAL GAS (CNG), AS AN ADD-ON UPGRADE OPTION FOR TWO (2) SANITATION COLLECTION VEHICLES, FOR A TOTAL OF $84,076.00 FOR TWO (2) VEHICLES; AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO EXECUTE ALL RELATED DOCUMENTS AND TO ESTABLISH ACCOUNTS AS NECESSARY TO IMPLEMENT THE PROJECT; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the City Commission approved the acquisition of two (2) new side loader sanitation vehicles during the 2011-2012 fiscal year budget; and

WHEREAS, City staff has evaluated the option of converting its collection fleet from diesel-powered vehicles to Compressed Natural Gas (CNG) powered vehicles; and

WHEREAS, many private solid waste haulers and other operators of large fleets, like United Parcel Service and Federal Express, have converted their fleets, or are in the process of converting their fleets to CNG to benefit from fuel cost savings, reduced carbon footprint, improved vehicle operation, and increased improved vehicle life; and

WHEREAS, under item 8E of this agenda, City staff is requesting City Commission approval to purchase two (2) side loader sanitation vehicles using a piggyback bid from the City of Deerfield Beach (Bid #2001-12/01);and 

WHEREAS, this Resolution, if approved by the City Commission, would authorize the add-on purchase option offered by the vehicle manufacturer to equip the vehicles with engines and fuel management systems that use CNG fuel; and 

WHEREAS, City staff recommends that it is in the best interest of the City to purchase the quoted CNG add-on upgrades in lieu of issuing a separate bid for CNG powered collection vehicles. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:

	SECTION 1.	The City Commission approves the purchase of fuel management systems as an add-on upgrade option for two (2) collection vehicles.

SECTION 2. 	The City Commission authorizes the City Manager to execute all related documents and to establish accounts as necessary to implement the project. 

SECTION 3. This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
