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RESOLUTION NO. 2012 - 
A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, APPROVING THE TERMINATION OF THE SPECIAL CONDITION FOR UNITY OF TITLE ON CERTAIN PARCEL OF LAND WHICH WAS SUBJECT TO AN AGREEMENT ENTERED INTO FOR THE GRANTING OF A VARIANCE; AND AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO EXECUTE ANY AND ALL NECESSARY DOCUMENTS TO EFFECTUATE THE TERMINATION WITH THE APPROVAL OF SUCH DOCUMENTS BY THE CITY ATTORNEY; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 

WHEREAS, on or about May 12, 1972, the City Commission of the City of Hallandale Beach granted a variance to Samuel B. and Gertrude B. Marks for certain parcels of real property; and

WHEREAS, in granting the variance, the City Commission required the parties to enter into an agreement which required Unity of Title for the parcels subject to the variance; prohibiting the sale or conveyance of the parcels individually; and

WHEREAS, the current owner, JBC Investments, Inc., desires to sale one of the parcels, with the understanding that the parties will enter into a mutual easement for access to each parcel; and

WHEREAS, the City Administration has reviewed the proposed documents, including the mutual easement and have determined that the easement will accomplish the same purpose as the previously required unity of title; and

WHEREAS, the City Administration recommends that the Mayor and City Commission approve the termination of the unity of title and authorize the City Manager to execute the necessary documents to effectuate the termination with the approval of such documents by the City Attorney.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:


SECTION 1.
Approval of Termination of Unity of Title.
The Mayor and City Commission hereby approve the termination of the Unity of Title Agreement entered into on or about May 12, 1972 between the City of Hallandale Beach and Samuel B. and Gertrude B. Marks recorded in Official Records Book 4887, page 953, of the Public Records of Broward County, Florida. 


SECTION 2.
City Manager Authorization. The City Manager is authorized to execute any and all necessary documents to effectuate the termination of the Unity of Title Agreement with the approval of such documents by the City Attorney.
SECTION 2.
Effective Date.
