City Manager Crichton provided background information and noted the millage rate was proposed at 1.20 Mills in order to provide flexibility for the Board to return to the Rolled Back rate or the Current rate if necessary. Robert Fraidenburg, Deputy Director of Finance gave a presentation outlining the proposed taxable increase of 6.44% from $198,523,240 to $211,313,950.  The presentation included comparisons of the Rolled Back rate, Current rate and the Proposed rate. Further, Deputy Director Fraidenburg answered questions posed by the Board of Directors.
Chair Cooper noted that she was in support of the proposed Millage rate of 1.20 Mills seeing that there were plans for additional programs, such as Roving Police Patrols, throughout the District.  

The Board of Directors discussed millage rate scenarios and the amount of reserves being utilized by the District to cover its Operating Costs.
