[bookmark: _GoBack]A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO EXECUTE THE MUTUAL AID AGREEMENT FOR THE SOUTH FLORIDA MONEY LAUNDERING STRIKE FORCE;  AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Hallandale Police Department has participated as one of approximately thirteen (13) law enforcement agencies in South Florida in a voluntary money laundering strike force; and
WHEREAS, the City of Hallandale Beach is authorized by Part I, Chapter 23, Florida Statutes “the Florida Mutual Aid Act,” to enter into voluntary cooperation agreement for collaboration and assistance of a routine law enforcement nature that crosses jurisdictional lines; and
WHEREAS, as a member of the strike force, the City of Hallandale Beach Police Department will have an opportunity to participate in the distribution of any forfeiture funds recovered by the strike force; and 
WHEREAS, the participating agencies desire to renew the agreement and refine the original agreement and subsequent renewals in order to better reflect the continued and present focus of the efforts of the agencies in the Strike Force; and
WHEREAS, the Miami-Dade State Attorney’s office has requested the participating law enforcement agencies be approved and authorized to enter into this agreement to implement the Money Laundering Strike Force for the purposes and goals set forth in the agreement; and
WHEREAS, City Manager recommends the approval of the attached Mutual Aid Agreement as in the best interest of the City of Hallandale Beach and its residents.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:

	SECTION 1.	City Manager’s Authorization.  The City Commission hereby authorizes the City Manager to execute a South Florida Money Laundering Strike Force Voluntary Cooperation Mutual Aid Agreement on behalf of the City of Hallandale Beach Police Department, in substantially the same form as attached to this resolution as Exhibit A. 

SECTION 2. 	 Effective Date. This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
