NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and obligations herein set forth, the parties understand and agree as follows:


WHEREAS,
The City of Hallandale Beach (City/Grantor) through the 2012-2013 Fiscal Year Budget has grant funds to support Community Partnership programs and services that will benefit the residents of Hallandale Beach; and

WHEREAS, the intent of this funding is to allocate resources to qualified non profit organizations that support meaningful community programs and service learning opportunities and political subdivisions of the State of Florida whose primary core services is education.  
NOW, THEREFORE, the parties hereby agree as follows:
1. Program Description/Deliverables and Project Execution
GRANTEE shall use funding for Hallandale Beach Schools Back Pack Program to provide: backpacks filled with food with a weight of 8-10 pounds every weekend to 150 Hallandale Beach students as detailed in Exhibit A “Workplan”, Exhibit B “Budget “and Exhibit C “ Project Description.  GRANTEE agrees to submit in writing, any deviation from the program as described in the exhibits attached to this Agreement for approval by the City prior to the implementation of changes.  
The City of Hallandale Beach hereby grants to the GRANTEE a Community Partnership Grant in an amount not to exceed $ 37,500.00 in consideration of and on condition that the sum be expended in carrying out the purpose as set forth in the funding request and under the terms and conditions set forth in this Agreement for Hallandale Beach residents.  Grantee agrees to assume any obligation to furnish any additional funds that may be necessary to complete the project.  
2. Payment Request and Reporting Schedule

 3.     Funding and Disbursement Requirements
3.1. 
The amount of compensation payable by the CITY to the GRANTEE shall be         

based on the Units of Services rate (if applicable), Payment Schedule and conditions hereto incorporated into the Agreement.

3.2. The GRANTEE will provide units of deliverables, including various client services, and in some cases may include reports, findings and drafts as specified in this Agreement, which the CITY must receive and accept in writing prior to payment.

4. Records, Documentation and Recordkeeping

The GRANTEE shall establish and maintain sufficient records to enable the CITY to determine whether the GRANTEE has met the requirements of the Community Partnership Grant Agreement. 

4.1. 
GRANTEE shall maintain all records related to performance of this Agreement and agrees to maintain satisfactory financial accounts, client demographic records, description of activities or services (including location, date and time/s), other related documents and records for the Project.  Such records shall be available for a period of three years from the date of receipt of final payment under the Agreement, for inspection and audit by representatives of the CITY, at any reasonable time and place. If audit findings have not been resolved, the records must be retained beyond the three-year period as long as required for the resolution of the issue raised by the audit.

5. Financial Accountability, Consequences and Recapture of Funds

The CITY reserves the right to audit the records of the GRANTEE at any time during the performance of this Agreement and for a period of three years after its expiration/termination.

5.1.
The CITY reserves the right to apply financial consequences or recapture funds in the event that the GRANTEE shall fail: (1) meet the minimum level of service or performance identified in the Agreement, (2)  to comply with the terms of this Agreement, or (3) to accept conditions imposed by the CITY.

5.2.  
Financial consequences may include but are not limited to contract suspension, withholding payments until deficiency is cured, tendering only partial payment, refusing payment and/or cancellation of the Agreement.

6. Dispute Resolution

Any dispute concerning performance of the Agreement will be decided by the Community Partnership Grants Committee, who will reduce the decision to writing and serve a copy to the GRANTEE. 
7. Project Withdrawal

If GRANTEE wishes to withdraw a Project, GRANTEE shall notify the CITY of this right pursuant to the Notices provision below.  

In the event an approval project is not completed and payment have been disbursed or advance, said funds plus accrued interest must be returned/ refunded to the City.

8. Promotion of Program Services   
GRANTEE agrees to promote the CITY when marketing, website, media opportunities, etc. The GRANTEE further agrees to assist the CITY in making a strong case for Community Partnerships by providing timely, accurate data and reporting as requested regarding social service needs of the CITY.

9. Termination
This Agreement shall be terminated upon the occurrence of:

(1) Breach of his Agreement by the GRANTEE; 

(2) Written notice from the CITY to the GRANTEE to terminate the services under this Agreement, which notice may be given in the sole discretion of the CITY and without cause; or 

(3) Upon receipt by CITY of written notice from the GRANTEE of Grantee’s intent to terminate this Agreement.

Notice of termination shall be provided in accordance with the “NOTICES" section of this Agreement except that notice of termination by the City Manager, which the City Manager deems necessary to protect the public, health, safety, or welfare may be verbal notice that shall be promptly confirmed in writing in accordance with the "NOTICES" section of this Agreement.  
10. Assignment 
Neither this Agreement nor any right or obligation provided for by this Agreement shall be assigned to a Subrecipient by the GRANTEE without the consent of the CITY.

11. Charitable Purpose
Activities under this Agreement will not be used for the purpose of profit.  

12. Obligations of GRANTEE

The Grantee shall carry out the services and activities described in the Work Plan, which is attached as Exhibit A. The Grant Application, Work Plan, Grant Guidelines and any subsequent change or addition approved in writing by the CITY is hereby incorporated in this Agreement as though set forth in full in this Agreement.  This Agreement may only be amended upon the written agreement of both the CITY and the GRANTEE.  

GRANTEE acknowledges to have read and understands the contents of the Grant Guidelines and will act in accordance with these guidelines and procedures as a condition of acceptance of the funding.
13. Governing Laws and Compliance

The GRANTEE shall comply with all applicable federal, state, and local laws, codes, ordinances, rules, and regulations in performing its duties, responsibilities, and obligations pursuant to this Agreement.
1. Federal Law

The GRANTEE agrees to comply with all federal laws such as the following:

13.2. Executive Order 11246, Equal Employment Opportunity, as amended by Executive Order 11375 and others, and as supplemented in the Department of Labor regulations.

13.3. The GRANTEE will not employ an unauthorized Alien.  Such violation will be cause for termination of the Agreement.

13.4. The GRANTEE is a non-profit provider and is subject to the Internal Revenue Services (IRS) tax exempt organization reporting requirements (filing of a 990 or Form 990-N).  

2. State Law

This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of State of Florida and of Broward County, Florida. Any action for breach, enforcement, interpretation, or arising out this Agreement shall be brought only in the Circuit Court of the Seventeenth Judicial Circuit in and for Broward County, and the parties agree to submit to the jurisdiction of that Court. The parties waive trial by jury. 

If any provision of the Agreement is held unenforceable, then such provision will be modified to reflect the parties’ intention.  All remaining provisions of this Agreement shall remain in full force and effect.

14. Insurance

At all times during the term hereof, the GRANTEE shall maintain Insurance acceptable to the CITY.  Prior to commencing any activity under this Agreement, the GRANTEE shall furnish to the CITY an original Certificate of Insurance indicating that the GRANTEE  is in compliance with the provisions of this Agreement.
14.1. The GRANTEE shall also provide Worker’s Compensation Insurance as required by the laws of the State of Florida if employing an individual.
14.2 Indemnification

Each party assumes responsibility for the negligence of its own respective employees, appointees, or agents; and, in the event of any claims for damages or lawsuits for any remedy, each party will defend its own respective employees, appointees, or agents.

To the fullest extent permitted by law, the GRANTEE agrees to indemnify 

and hold-harmless the CITY, its officers and employees from any claims, liabilities, damages, losses, and costs, including, but not limited to, reasonable attorney fees to the extent caused, in whole or in part, of the GRANTEE or persons employed or utilized by the GRANTEE in performance of the Agreement. 

15. Notices

PROGRAM DESCRIPTION

(To be provided by Grantee)

Nearly one in four American children experience hunger each year and as a result is more likely to exhibit decreased attention and lower test scores; display aggression, tardiness, and absenteeism; and become sick or hospitalized. According to Feeding America, over 17 million American children struggle against hunger and even short-term episodes of hunger can cause lasting damage to child development, risking a range of cognitive, behavioral, emotional, and physical problems.

Yet, too many children arrive at school on a Monday morning hungry and unable to learn. Ideally, no child should ever be hungry and our country’s child nutrition programs would serve all at-risk children. However, due to lack of access, low participation, and benefit inadequacy, these programs do not reach all eligible children. During the week, these children have access to free or reduced price meals at school but a gap in services exists and they lack such assistance on weekends. Proven to be a discreet, effective way of providing food to food insecure
 children on weekends when they lack access to subsidized meals, backpack programs are among the best practices for addressing child hunger. To meet the great need, numerous hunger-relief agencies and child advocacy groups nationwide have initiated backpack programs to get food directly into the hands of children most in need. Although attributes may vary between programs, common elements include an emphasis on nutritious, easy-to-prepare, child-friendly food, distribution on the last school day before a weekend, and nondescript carriers to reduce the stigma of receiving food assistance.

For more than 15 years, the Feeding America BackPack Program has been helping children get the nutritious and easy-to-prepare food they need on weekends. Currently, bags of food assembled at more than 150 local affiliate food banks are distributed each week to nearly 230,000 children a year. To address child hunger in our community, Feeding South Florida launched its first BackPack program in 2007 and now operates 13 sites serving over 1,600 children each week. By continuing to expand our BackPack programs to serve food insecure children at Title I schools, Feeding South Florida is working towards that day when no child is hungry.

Feeding South Florida distributes backpacks containing a combination of donated and purchased food such as canned meats, soups, vegetables, and fruit; shelf-stable milk, peanut butter, beans, rice, macaroni and cheese, pudding, cereal, and fruit or granola bars to fill the backpacks. Last year, Feeding South Florida received a City of Hallandale Beach Community Partnership grant to start a BackPack program at Hallandale Elementary providing approximately 12 pounds of food each week during the year to 100 of their most at-risk children. Due to issues with contract execution, we started late, first distributing backpacks on February 10, 2012. Feedback from parents and teachers at the school has been that 12 pounds is too heavy for most children to carry. As indicated in our second quarterly report, we have reduced the weight of the backpacks to 8 – 10 pounds and, to meet our overall program goals, we provide backpacks each week to 200 children at Hallandale Elementary. As of April 30, 2012, we have distributed a total of 11,179 pounds of food.

In addition to the BackPack program, Feeding South Florida provides the instructional staff at Hallandale Elementary with access to our Kids Count teacher’s store. Kids Count allows teachers at Title I schools to select teaching materials and supplies once each semester at no charge to them. Kids Count is a valuable to adjunct to the BackPack program in assisting low-income, at-risk children in Title I schools reach their fullest potential. The program currently serves seven schools. Feeding South Florida launched the Kids Count program for Hallandale Elementary on February 2, 2012 when 42 teachers received a total of 786 pounds of supplies (not counted towards their semester visit).

Broward County’s food insecurity rate is 16.9 percent; however, approximately 95,870 children, or 23.2 percent of residents under age 19 are food insecure. The most recent U.S. Census indicates that 20.3 percent of Hallandale Beach residents have incomes below the federal poverty level. One need not be living with poverty to be food insecure: 42 percent of food insecure Broward residents have incomes above the SNAP threshold of 200 percent of the federal poverty level. At Gulfstream Middle, 80 percent of students receive free or reduced price meals and over 90 percent of students at Hallandale Elementary receive such assistance. Both are Title I schools indicating a high concentration of children from low income families.

Feeding South Florida proposes continuing the BackPack and Kids Count programs at Hallandale Elementary and also launching them at Gulfstream Middle school. We would provide 100 children at each school with a backpack of food weighing between 8 – 10 pounds every weekend during the school year. Feeding South Florida volunteers will pack the backpacks according to a weekly menu and we will deliver them to the school each week on the last school day before a weekend. No other organizations will be involved in the administration of this program. Participants will receive food at no cost to them. All students at Hallandale Elementary reside within the City of Hallandale Beach, and approximately 95 percent of students attending Gulfstream Middle do. The BackPack programs at these schools will benefit 200 children, with a minimum of 180 of them residing within the City, and provide approximately 60,800 pounds or more of food during the one-year grant period. The current instructional staff of 81 at the two schools (Gulfstream, 25; Hallandale, 56), 12 of whom reside in the City, will have access to Kids Count once per semester to select supplies at no cost to them. With the current schools in the program each averaging 3,000 pounds in a year, we estimate we will provide 6,000 pounds of supplies to these teachers in the same time period.

Together the BackPack and Kids Count programs address the City of Hallandale Beach’s Health & Wellness and Education priority areas. The BackPack program will address the food needs of 200 at-risk children attending Hallandale Elementary and Gulfstream Middle schools. Hunger has deleterious effects on school performance, behavior, and attendance, as well as on a child’s health. A child who is adequately nourished stands a better chance of learning on grade level than one who is battling hunger. The Kids Count program complements the BackPack program by ensuring that, not only the participants but, all children at Hallandale Elementary and Gulfstream Middle schools benefit from adequate and appropriate educational supplies to aid in instruction and learning. Benefits to participants in the BackPack program will be a reduction in hunger, greater alertness and attentiveness in school, improved attendance and behavior, and better overall health. Teachers receiving school supplies through the Kids Count program will spend less of their own money and be better able to support their students in learning by outfitting their classrooms with needed supplies. According to Feeding America, “[t]he direct and indirect effect of child hunger in the U.S. is a contributing factor to the nation’s economic woes and […] the U.S. economy is losing its competitive edge to countries doing a better job of addressing nutrition and food insecurity in preparing children to learn and achieve their full potential.” By supporting the BackPack and Kids Count programs at Hallandale Elementary and Gulfstream Middle, the City of Hallandale Beach will benefit from mitigating the social and economic ills which result from child hunger including negative educational outcomes.
