A RESOLUTION OF CHAIR AND BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE HALLANDALE BEACH COMMUNITY REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY,FLORIDA, APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE ACCEPTANCE OF FORTY-THREE (43) REAL PROPERTY LOTS WHICH CONSIST OF APPROXIMATELY TWO HUNDRE EIGHTY-FOUR THOUSAND THREE HUNDRED AND FIFTY-ONE (284,251) SQUARE FEET OF LAND AS SET FORTH MORE SPECIFICALLY IN EXHIBIT A, HERETO ATTACHED; AND; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, Florida Statute 163.370(e)(1) allows the Community Redevelopment Agency to acquire a volunteering method of acquisition of real property.
WHEREAS, the Chair and Board of Directors have determined that certain property currently deed in the name of the City of Hallandale Beach is more appropriately deeded in the name of the Hallandale Beach Community Redevelopment Agency (HBCRA) and so desires to accept those conveyances of lots as set forth in Exhibit A which is attached and made part of this Resolution; and
WHEREAS, Quite Claim deeds have been properly prepared as evidence of the acceptance of said properties and the Chair and Board of Directors desire to authorize the Executive Director execute the deed as set forth in Section 23-31 and other appropriate provisions of the City of Hallandale Beach Code of Ordinances.
WHEREAS, according to the Hallandale Beach Community Redevelopment Agency By-Laws, the acquisitions, conveyance and leasing of real property by the CRA shall be done in accordance with Policy 2027.11 (Real Estate Acquisition, Disposition and Lease Policy).
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CAHIR AND BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE HALLANDALE BEACH COMMUNITY REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY:
SECTION 1. Executive Director’s authorization to accept real property.  The Executive Director is hereby authorized to accept forty-three (43) real property parcels currently in the name of the City of Hallandale Beach and more specifically set forth in Exhibit A, which is attached as a part of this resolution, to the Hallandale Beach Community Redevelopment Agency (HBCRA) and to execute any and all necessary documents to effectuate said transfers.
SECTION 2  Instructions for the Clerk to the HBCRA Board.  The HBCRA Clerk is hereby directed to record the associated Quit Claim Deeds in the Public Record of Broward County, Florida.  
SECTION 3. Effective Date.  This resolution shall take effect immediately upon approval.
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
