The Code and Permitting Advisory Committee meets monthly on the second Thursday of every month at 3:30 P.M. The Committee is made up of seven members.   
PURPOSE OF COMMITTEE 
The Code and Permitting Advisory Committee’s purpose is to work with the Code Compliance Staff and provide input from the Community to help develop ideas to improve the Code Compliance and Permitting process.   

The Committee reviews City codes and gives recommendations for amendments and improvements. 

The Committee reviews new Ordinances and Amendment drafts as completed by Staff and submits comments and recommendations.

The Committee reviews Code Compliance and permitting processes and provides comments and recommendations to improve effectiveness and productivity.

The Committee fosters communication between the City and the Community and helps to educate the residents concerning the City Codes, Ordinances and City programs and services that are available. 
During the year, the Code and Permitting Advisory Committee viewed the following presentations by City employees to inform them of different processes in the City: 
· Rafael Perdomo, Engineer/Greens Initiative Coordinator, presented an overview of the amended Water Conservation Ordinance and the green initiatives.
· Andre McKenney, Assistant City Attorney Discussed the Legal Aspects of Chapter 1 General Provisions.

· Rafael Perdomo, Engineer/Greens Initiative Coordinator, presented an overview of the Broward County Water Conservation Partnership.
· A City Commission Workshop was held on April 16, 2012 on Best Practices for Boards and Committees. Committee members were provided an information sheet on the Sunshine Law and Conflict of Interest, Parliamentary Procedure and Public Records.
· The Building Department Presented “Firestopping and why is it so important?” 
· Richard Labinsky, City Engineer presented an overview of the Hallandale Beach Boulevard and Dixie Highway intersection lane and signal modifications. The Committee recommended that a new DOT study should be conducted because the last study was in 2010 and the traffic does not appear to flow quicker.   

· Major Cowley and Norm Bieger, City of Hallandale Police to discuss Chapter 28 in regards to towing regulations.
One of the Committee’s focuses for the year was to review the existing Code of ordinances to make recommendations to adopt new sections and/or interpretations to areas of concern. The following Chapters were reviewed:
· Chapter 1 General Provisions 
· Chapter 2 Administration
· Chapter 32, Division 17 Signs
· Chapter 28 Traffic, Motor vehicles and Boats  
The Development Services Department presented an overview of the following City Ordinances and Codes to be reviewed by and put together recommendations by the Committee:
· Chapter 32, Division 17 Signs, draft revisions in regards to digital signs & human signs. 
· Chapter 32, Division 11 Parking, draft revisions. 
· Chapter 6, Article I, Animals, amendment to create Section 6-12, “Retail Sale of Dogs and Cats”. The Committee recommended disapproval of this ordinance.
· Chapter 32, Creating Section 32-2442 entitled “Rooftop Photovoltaic Solar Systems.

The Committee voted to retain Hinda Smith as Chairperson and Alex Berkovich as the Vice Chairperson.
The current members of the Code and Permitting Advisory Committee represent residents of various sections of the City.
