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Fire Prevention Month: Always Know Two Ways Out
WHEREAS, 	The City of Hallandale Beach is committed to ensuring the safety and security of all those living in and visiting our community; and
WHEREAS, 	Fire is a serious public safety concern both locally and nationally.  Homes are where people are at greatest risk to fire, and nearly 3,000 people die each years as a result of home fires; and
WHEREAS, 	Roughly two-thirds of fire deaths resulted from home fires in which no working smoke alarms were installed.  Working smoke alarms reduce the chance of death in a fire in half.  Informing the public about the importance of smoke alarm installation and maintenance serves an essential step toward increasing the public’s safety from home fires; the National Fire Protection Association recommends at least one smoke alarm on every level of the home (including the basement) outside all sleeping areas, and in all bedrooms; and
WHEREAS, 	The City of Hallandale Beach’s fire and emergency responders are dedicated to reducing fires, fire deaths, and injuries through prevention and proper education by partnering with our local schools and local community organizations including the Hallandale Beach Aventura Rotary Club, Hallandale Elementary School, Gulfstream Middle School, Hallandale High School, Hallandale Adult Community Center and our 24 local daycares; and
WHEREAS, 	Our Community is responsive to public education measures and its members are able to take personal responsibility to increase their safety from fire, especially in their homes; residents who have planned and practiced a home fire escape plan are more prepared and will therefore be more likely to survive a fire; and
WHEREAS,	The 2012 Fire Prevention theme, “Always Know Two Ways Out!” effectively serves to remind us all of the simple actions we can take to keep our homes and families safe from fire during Fire Prevention Month and year-round.	
NOW, THEREFORE, I, Joy F. Cooper, Mayor of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida,
Do hereby proclaim October 1-31, 2012 as Fire Prevention Month throughout this City, and I urge all the people of Hallandale Beach to protect their homes and families by heeding the important safety messages of Fire Prevention, and to support the many public safety activities and efforts of Hallandale Beach fire and emergency services.
