

MINUTES OF SPECIAL CITY COMMISSION/CITY MANAGER WORKSHOP, CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, HELD ON MONDAY, OCTOBER 15, 2012 AT 6:05 P.M., CITY COMMISSION CHAMBERS, 400 SOUTH FEDERAL HIGHWAY, HALLANDALE BEACH, FL 33009  
1. CALL TO ORDER 

Mayor Cooper called the Meeting to Order at 7:17 P.M.
2. ROLL CALL
Commissioners Lewy, London and Ross, Vice Mayor Sanders and Mayor Cooper, City Manager Crichton and City Attorney Whitfield – All Present.

Members from City Advisory Boards and Committees, as well as their Staff Liaisons were also in attendance.

4.    PRESENTATIONS AND REPORTS 

 

A. PRESENTATION OF THE CODE & PERMITTING ADVISORY COMMITTEE'S ANNUAL REPORT (PRESENTED BY: HINDA SMITH, CHAIR) (SEE BACKUP) 

Hinda Smith, Chair, Code and Permitting Advisory Board, presented the Annual Report and answered questions posed by the City Commission.
Mayor Cooper requested staff and the Advisory Committee to review the City’s Parking Code and make revisions as necessary.  

B. PRESENTATION OF THE PLANNING & ZONING BOARD'S ANNUAL REPORT (PRESENTED BY: ARNOLD COOPER, CHAIR) (SEE BACKUP) 

Arnold Cooper, Chair, Planning & Zoning Board, presented the Annual Report and answered questions posed by the City Commission. 

 

C. PRESENTATION OF PARKS AND RECREATION ADVISORY BOARD'S ANNUAL REPORT (PRESENTED BY: BARBARA SOUTHWICK, CHAIR) (SEE BACKUP) 

Barbara Southwick, Chair, Parks and Recreation Advisory Board, presented the Annual Report and answered questions posed by the City Commission. 

Chair Southwick recommended Board membership be reduced from 15 to 12 members, and started that two members should be replaced  due to non-attendance. 

Additionally, Chair Southwick suggested the City offer transportation for students to and from City’s Parks.
Consensus:
· To direct staff to research the feasibility of reducing the membership of the Parks and Recreation Advisory Board from 15 to 12 members and to bring back as an Agenda Item for discussion. 
D. PRESENTATION OF HISTORIC PRESERVATION BOARD (PRESENTED BY: WILLIAM "BILL" JULIAN, CHAIR) (SEE BACKUP) 

Bill Julian, Chair, Historic Preservation Board, presented the Annual Report and answered questions posed by the City Commission. 
Chair Julian requested the designation of the City Cemetery as a historical site; and recommended revisions to the Code to include an alternate member on the Board, with full voting rights.

Mayor Cooper questioned the feasibility of designating the cemetery as a historical site. 

Deputy City Manager Rafols stated the Cemetery Committee is currently researching the feasibility and will provide recommendations to the City Commission upon completion of their research.

Commissioner Lewy noted that the application for designation of the City’s Historic Preservation Board as a Certified Local Government is  in progress.
 

E. PRESENTATION OF THE EDUCATION ADVISORY COMMITTEE'S ANNUAL REPORT (PRESENTED BY: MARK NECKES, VICE CHAIR) 

Mark Neckes, Vice Chair, Education Advisory Committee, presented the Annual Report and answered questions posed by the City Commission.

Vice Chair Neckes suggested sunseting the Education Advisory Committee, reorganizing it, and creating the Educational Advisory Board. He further recommended reorganization of the Committee to provide for parent involvement through Parent Teacher Organization/Association participation, and non-voting members from various educational organizations in the community. 

Mayor Cooper stated her support for the proposed idea.

 

F. PROCLAMATION PROCLAIMING APRIL 26 - APRIL 27, 2013 "RELAY FOR LIFE DAYS". (STAFF: POLICE CHIEF) (SEE BACKUP) 

Mayor Cooper and the City Commission presented the Proclamation to Dwayne Flournoy, Police Chief.  
Chief Flournoy thanked the city Commission for their support, and invited the public to attend the Relay for Life Kick-Off Event scheduled for Friday, October 19th at  Cantina Laredo Restaurant, 501 Silks Run, Hallandale Beach, from 6:00 pm - 8:00 pm. 

Ashley Reid, Florida Relay for Life Manager thanked the Commission, Chief Flournoy and Major Colley for their sponsorship and participation in the Relay for Life activities. 

 

G. PROCLAMATION PROCLAIMING OCTOBER 2012 AS "FIRE PREVENTION MONTH" (STAFF: FIRE CHIEF) (SEE BACKUP)

City Manager Crichton introduced the City’s new Building Official, Mr. Sergio Ascunce.

Mayor Cooper spoke on the importance of including language in the next utility bill to inform residents of the sewer fee increase.  She further requested the City’s staff liaison to meet withthe Three Island Safe Neighborhood District Advisory Board and other members of the Community to present the proposed improvements and their estimated costs, and to allow them to prioritize and determine the funding source. 
9.    CITY BUSINESS

 

A. DISCUSSION AND SELECTION OF FACADES AND AESTHETIC THEMES FOR THE CITY'S PARKS SYSTEM.  (STAFF: CITY MANAGER) (SEE BACKUP) BP#012B/08 

City Manager Crichton introduced the I-item and noted that that it was necessary for the City Commission to select a design and aesthetic theme to be used in all City parks.   

Randy Hollingsworth, Bermello Ajamil & Partners, Inc., gave a presentation outlining the recommended themes for the City’s Parks System. 

Mayor Cooper spoke in support of implementing the ‘Traditional Florida’ theme for the South Beach Park. 

Commissioner Lewy spoke in support of establishing a common design and aesthetic theme  throughout the City’s Parks System.

City Manager Crichton noted that each of the Parks can retain unique characteristics within an adopted common design and aesthetic theme.

Mayor Cooper opened the floor to public comment. 
Etty Sims, 1000 NE 5th Street, Hallandale Beach, questioned if all parks would be designed utilizing the same theme.
Mayor Cooper closed the floor to public comment.
Consensus:

Contemporary roof and modern building for B.F. James Park.

Modern option with a different color scheme for Scavo Park.

Modern option with the wave application (from B.F. James Park), including a higher ceiling; option 1 for lighting and furniture, and turtle-friendly lighting for South Beach Park.  
Answering questions posed by Commissioner London, Mr. Hollingsworth stated that each design will vary in cost; he added that detailed costs have not  been determined as this phase of the design is on its early stages.
Jennifer Frastai, Acting Assistant City Manager, noted that the selected facades will give the City’s design architects direction on the cost allocation for each park. 

Commissioner London questioned the warranty provisions for the selected items within the park facades. 

Mr. Hollingsworth answered noting that itemized costs and warranties are not known at this time.
Commissioner London noted the importance of having a breakdown of the costs for each of the themes recommended prior to making a decision as these will have a direct impact on the budget.   

City Manager Crichton noted the need for direction by the City Commission in order to continue the  cost allocation for each of the City’s parks.
