The Mayor and City Commission presented the Proclamation to Daniel P. Sullivan, Fire Chief, Mark Ellis, EMS Division Chief, and Sheryl Foreman, Chair, Subcommittee, Broward County EMS Planning Council, working with the Florida League of Cities to adopt legislation related to the subject.

Commissioner Ross expressed gratitude to the residents, City Commission and City staff and noted that she will miss her work as a City Commissioner.

D. MAYOR COOPER
Mayor Cooper requested staff follow-up regarding increased Community Partnerships with the local schools, and to place an Item on the Agenda regarding  leveraging  community resources in order to decrease bureaucracy and improve efficiency.  

City Manager Crichton spoke in support of leveraging school and City assets and ensuring that access to resources, such as parks and/or school buildings is streamlined with the Broward County School Board.

Mayor Cooper expressed concern with the use of the basketball Court at OB Johnson Park for ‘Teen-Only’ programming, stating that this use will inconvenience older residents who may wish to utilize the facility.  She suggested staff look at ways to utilize different facilities by researching the feasibility of connecting OB Johnson Park and the Austin Hepburn Center in order to use shared resources as a cost-effective measure that will also expand usage to the residents.  
City Manager Crichton noted that staff was researching alternatives within the community to facilitate adult play during “teen-only” programming hours, such an intramural league and looking at the costs of making changes to B.F. James Park in order to install canopies at the basketball courts.  
7. CITY ATTORNEY COMMUNICATIONS - Items not on the Agenda
City Attorney Whitfield congratulated Mayor Cooper and Vice Mayor Sanders on their re-election at the November 6, 2012 Municipal General Election, and congratulated Commissioner Ross on her retirement.

City Attorney Whitfield noted that the six (6) Charter Amendments which were proposed to the Electorate for consideration at the November 6, 2012 Municipal general Election have all passed.  She added that staff will be working with the City Clerk to ensure any necessary enabling legislation is brought forth for City Commission  consideration.  
8. CITY MANAGER COMMUNICATIONS - Items not on the Agenda

City Manager Crichton congratulated Mayor Cooper and Vice Mayor Sanders on their re-election at the November 6, 2012 Municipal general Election, and congratulated Commissioner Ross on her retirement.

City Manager Crichton briefed the City Commission on the g installation of a monopole by the Florida East Coast Corridor (FEC) Railroad, which will be located between NW 8th Street and NW 7th Street, on the eastside of the railroad.  Furthermore, City Manager Crichton stated that the installation will also include a landscape buffer, that the City does not have jurisdiction on the proposed monopole, and that an agreement was reached on its location ensuring that the new monopole will not interfere with the City’s plans to install its monopole at Peter Bluesten Park.  

City Manager Crichton informed that staff will be hosting a Newly Elected Officials Orientation on November 13, 2012 from 12:00 PM – 5:00 PM, which will include introductions to staff and an overview each department’s functions and major projects, as well as an Ethics Training Course by the City Attorney.  She added that the Ethics Training will count towards the Broward County Ethics Training Hours requirement for elected officials.  
City Manager Crichton briefed the City Commission on the meeting calendar for the months of November 2012 and December 2012, and the 1st Regular Meeting in January 2013.  She noted that the City Commission may want to consider changes to the schedule as a result of the Holiday Season.  
Answering questions posed by Mayor Cooper, City Manager Crichton clarified that there will not be a Hallandale Beach Community Redevelopment Agency Board of Directors Meeting as regularly scheduled on November 19th, 2012 at 6:00 PM; but rather the City Commission will swear in their Newly Elected officials during the City Commission/City Manager Workshop Special Meeting on the same date and time.  
The City Commission discussed additional changes to the meeting schedule for December 2012.

Mayor Cooper introduced the Item and turned the presentation over to staff.  Earl King, Acting Director of Public Works/Utilities & Engineering, gave an overview of the program noting that it will assist homeowners in need of repairing sewer lines on their property by providing insurance to cover most repair costs, and turned the presentation over to Mike Madden, General Manager, Utility Service Partners Private Label, Inc. 
Mr. Madden stated that the program will not include telephone solicitations, and that it will be promoted through  a letter sent to the residents offering participation in the program; furthermore, Mr. Madden noted that the program is  voluntary, and that the company will manage  the billing processes.

City Manager Crichton noted that the City will be sharing in the revenues generated from the program.

Mayor Cooper provided background information concerning the Item and spoke regarding civil liberties and in support of freedom and equal rights for all residents.  She encouraged the City Commission to support the Item.  
Mayor Cooper opened the floor to public comments.  
Stratton Pollitzer, Deputy Director, Equality Florida, stated that he is thrilled that the Resolution is being considered and stated that a number of other municipalities have supported marriage equality.  
Michael Rajner, P.O. Box 2133, Fort Lauderdale, Florida, spoke in support of the Item and stated that the City of Hallandale Beach stands to benefit positively in the area of economic development by adopting the proposed Resolution.  
Tim Ross, Representative, Dolphin Democrats, Lesbian Gay Bi-sexual Transgender (LGBT) Community, Fort Lauderdale, Florida spoke in support of the Item and commended the City Commission for this initiative. 

Mayor Cooper closed the floor to Public Comments. 
Answering questions posed by Vice Mayor Sanders, City Attorney Whitfield stated that the City’s definition of domestic partnership also includes heterosexual partnerships. 

City Manager Crichton noted that the resolution being considered was intended to encourage the legislature to recognize the right same sex couples have to marriage.

Commissioner Lewy provided background information on the Item. He noted that this Resolution will allow City Employees to be treated fairly by offering a tax equity reimbursement to domestic partners.  He added that the City of Hallandale Beach will potentially be the first in the State to adopt this policy.  Furthermore, he encouraged the City Commission to support the Item. 

Mayor Cooper opened the floor to public comments.

State Representative Joseph A. “Joe” Gibbons, District 100, , Florida House of Representatives, spoke in support of the Resolution and suggested that the District’s State Congresswoman may be interested in promoting this initiative at a federal level.  
Daniel Sohn, Committeeman, Democratic Party of Broward County, Florida, 10310 NW 24th Street, Sunrise, Florida, spoke in support of the Item and questioned the reason for such disparity in the Federal Tax Code. 
City Manager Crichton noted that the Federal Tax Code does not recognize domestic partnerships for benefits, and as such the portion of the benefit is rolled into the earned income of the beneficiary, whom is then taxed at a higher rate.  

Stratton Pollitzer, Deputy Director, Equality Florida, Inc. spoke in support of the Resolution.  He added that this initiative will set the City of Hallandale Beach apart from other municipalities, and that this initiative can potentially boost the City’s economy.  

Michael Rajner, P.O. Box 2133, Fort Lauderdale, Florida, spoke in support of the Item and encouraged the City Commission to approve the Resolution.  
Joe Johnson, 220 SW 5th Avenue, Hallandale Beach, spoke of the importance of utilizing Best Practice Models when considering policy decisions.  

Commissioner Lewy stated that the Resolution, if passed, will cost the City approximately $2,500 annually.  

Julia Rogers, 404 NW 3rd Avenue, Hallandale Beach, spoke concerning the potential fiscal impact to the City if the Resolution is passed.    

Mayor Cooper recommended staff review all employee update as necessary.    
City Manager Crichton noted that staff is updating the Employee Handbook and will ensure all policy revisions are included.   
Mayor Cooper closed the floor to public comments.

12. PUBLIC PARTICIPATION - Items not on the Agenda (To be heard at 7:00 P.M.)
Phillip Berkovich, 212 Holiday Drive, Hallandale Beach, gave a presentation and spoke in support of installing signage throughout the City to indicate “No Texting and Driving,” and requested the City Commission enact a City Ordinance that would prohibit texting and driving.  

Mayor Cooper spoke in support of installing signage to bring public awareness to the issue of “Texting and Driving” in residential neighborhoods.
City Manager Crichton requested staff be given the opportunity to research regulatory requirements relate to texting while driving, and to bring back alternatives for City Commission consideration.  
Consensus:

· To direct staff to research the feasibility of installing signs promoting the campaign “No Texting while Driving” within the City and to bring back recommendations for consideration by the City Commission when ready.  
Maggie Ivanovski, 437 Golden Isles Drive, Hallandale Beach, spoke on the Auditor’s Report regarding the purchasing procedures utilized in the purchase of the Ben Gamla property located at 416 NE 8th Avenue, Hallandale Beach, and stated that similar research should be handled in-house.  She further questioned follow-up action resulting the findings.    

City Manager Crichton noted that revisions have been made to internal controls and the internal wire transfer process.  She added that staff has been advised of what is expected and will be held accountable.

13. ORDINANCES ON FIRST READING/PUBLIC HEARINGS 

A. AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, AMENDING CHAPTER 32, OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, CODE OF ORDINANCES, KNOWN AS THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH ZONING AND LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE, ARTICLE IV, DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS BY AMENDING SECTIONS 32-8 "DEFINITIONS" AND 32-242 "PERMITTED ACCESSORY USES" TO PROVIDE FOR "ROOFTOP PHOTOVOLTAIC SOLAR SYSTEMS"; PROVIDING FOR DEFINITIONS; PROVIDING FOR PERMITTED USES; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING FOR CODIFICATION; AND  PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE. (FIRST READING) (STAFF: DIRECTOR OF DEVELOPMENT SERVICES) (SEE BACKUP)
Charles Wu, Director of Development Services, provided an overview of the “Go Solar!” Program and the Broward Rooftop Solar Challenge.  He noted that 13 cities are already participating in the program, which will standardize and streamline the permitting process for installation of solar panels.  He added that the proposed Ordinance is to amend the Zoning Code to permit installation of solar panels.  
Director Wu, read the following changes into the record as amendments to the Ordinance on First Reading:

· Section B “Any proposed placement of a rooftop photovoltaic solar system on any designated historic building and/or facility shall be subject to review by the Development Services Department pursuant to Sec. 8-186 of the City Code.
· Section D “indicate whether or not the property is deemed historic and subject to review pursuant to Sec. 8-186 of the City Code and”

Mayor Cooper recommended staff look at the program more comprehensively to include wind-turbines.  
Director Wu noted that it is not anticipated that there will be an overwhelming increase in installation of solar panels throughout the City.  
City Manager Crichton noted that the City will have the flexibility to terminate the agreement at any time.  She added that staff will ensure the level of service for other building inspections is not affected negatively.

Answering questions posed by the Mayor Cooper, Director Wu clarified that the program is not intended to support a specific manufacturer, but rather tailored to a specific type of solar panel.  He added that the program does not preclude other vendors from installing solar panels within the City.   

Mayor Cooper opened the Public Hearing.  
Seeing no speakers, Mayor Cooper closed the Public Hearing.

B. AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, TERMINATING CERTAIN UTILITY EASEMENTS GENERALLY LOCATED AT 1011-1021 WEST HALLANDALE BEACH BOULEVARD; AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO EXECUTE A RELEASE OF EASEMENT FOR RECORDATION; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICT; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE. (FIRST READING) (STAFF: DIRECTOR OF DEVELOPMENT SERVICES) 
Charles Wu, Director of Development Services, provided background information on the Item, noting that the City Commission is being requested to take action on the Easement Vacation at this time; and that the corresponding Major Development, Redevelopment Area Modifications and Plat applications will be brought back for City Commission consideration on Second Reading of the Ordinance on November 19, 2012.    

Director Wu provided an overview of the proposed Major Development and Redevelopment Area Modifications applications and their impacts to the City.  Furthermore, Director Wu noted that since traffic will decrease with the proposed change in use, the applicant will not be required to pay a transportation mitigation fee; however, the developer will be required to pay Water and Sewer Impact fees.  
Director Wu, noted that the County requires the installation of a raised median at SW 10th Terrace as a traffic safety measure.  He noted that this will not impede the ingress and egress to the Winn-Dixie Shopping Center.  

Commissioner Lewy noted his concern with the County’s requirement for the elevated median and its maintenance by the City.  Commissioner Lewy recommended the applicant increase the height of the rear wall. 

City Attorney Whitfield clarified that the City Commission was only - considering the application to vacate the Utility Easement.  

Commissioner Lewy noted that similar applications should be handled by Resolution rather than by Ordinance.

City Attorney Whitfield stated that this was a Charter Requirement.  
Commissioner Ross noted that the Winn-Dixie Shopping Center floods during the rainy season, and asked if there are any plans to improve drainage at the property.  
Director Wu, noted that the proposed development will not burden the drainage system and meets all the drainage requirements.  
Mayor Cooper opened the Public Hearing.  
Robert Selz, 717 Layne Blvd., Hallandale Beach, stated the importance of ensuring that the raised median does not interfere with the ingress and egress of emergency vehicle to the property.

Rick Labinsky, City Engineer, gave a presentation with an overview of the project noting the bids came in above the estimated project’s budget; therefore, funding reallocation is also being requested.  He added that the contractor has agreed to commit to a Community Benefit Plan to utilize local vendors throughout development of the project.  

Mr. Labinsky explained that the first step is the installation of the force main, and that staff anticipates starting the project in thirty (30) days after the Notice to Proceed has been issued,  followed by a 10-month construction period.  He noted that the General cost of materials was higher than anticipated; however, owner-direct purchasing will produce significant cost-savings to the City.

At the request of Mayor Cooper, Mr. Labinsky stated that staff will research adequate staging areas for construction in order to minimize the impact on the Community.  He added that there will be some lane closures on NE 14th Avenue, which are still being analyzed.   

City Manager Crichton stated that once staff has all the details of the construction, i.e., MOT and staging area location, there will be a pre-construction meeting with the Community.

Jennifer Frastai, Assistant City Manager gave a presentation outlining the terms of the Operating Agreement for the construction of the City’s North Beach facility-; and answered questions posed by the City Commission.
Commissioner Lewy commended staff for their comprehensive presentation and requested the applicant address parking concerns.

Debbie Orshefsky, Attorney, Greenberg Traurig LLP, explained the parking arrangements, stating that during daylight, 40 spaces will be reserved for residents and the rest will be reserved for the operator.  She added that cars will not be towed as the parking facility will be managed by the operator; however, parking arrangements will have to be managed during peak season which may include posting of sticker violations on vehicles.  She added that any concerns will be discussed with the City Manager, and any changes to the agreement will be resubmitted to the City Commission for consideration.   

Commissioner Lewy spoke on the need for jobs to be available to City residents after they have been trained.   

Ms. Orshefsky stated that the list of skill sets needed for the various job openings will be given to the Neighborhood Employability and Enhancement (NEED) Coordinator to ensure participants can be trained before the facility is open.  Should there be no available candidates with the skills the operator is looking for the operator will contribute up to $1,000 per position to train candidates.
Commissioner Lewy asked if a restaurateur had been identified to occupy the facility.  Ms. Orshefsky stated that these arrangements have not been finalized.
Answering a question posed by Vice Mayor Sanders, Ms. Orshefsy indicated that construction is anticipated to take approximately 18 months. 
Vice Mayor Sanders noted that based on the timeline for commencement of the project, it is important to begin identifying eligible candidates for training.

City Attorney Whitfield noted that as a result of the litigation matter concerning Mazel Tov vs. Beach One; the City entered an agreement with Beach One for beach access or an alternative.  She added that staff has located an alternative which has been incorporated into the Operating Agreement, and the Operator has agreed to honor the existing agreement.  

City Manager Crichton and City Attorney Whitfield commended city staff and outside counsel, Weiss Serota Helfman, et. Al., for their hard work on the project.

City Manager Crichton provided background information concerning the Item and stated that it was necessary for the City Commission to provide staff with direction regarding the future of the Main Fire Station and purchase of the Post Office Property by indicating if the City will move forward with Revenue Bonds for one or both projects.

City Manager Crichton provided an overview of different financing options for single issuance vs. split issuance for either Parks Improvements or purchase of the Post Office Property and construction of the main fire station.  Additionally, she noted that per Florida Statutes, Chapter 163, Community Redevelopment Agency funds cannot be used for construction of the main fire station.  

The City Commission discussed the possibility of utilizing HBCRA Funds for the construction of the Main Fire Station.  
The City Commission discussed a letter, dated November 5, 2012 from the Broward County Office of the Inspector General (OIG) concerning repayment of the 2007A Series Bond as well as City’s response.  
Mayor Cooper opened the floor to public comments.   

Etty Sims, 1000 NE 5th Street, Hallandale Beach, spoke in support of developing City-owned property.

Robert Selz, 717 Layne Blvd., Hallandale Beach, questioned the source of the revenue to fund the Post Office Property.  He noted his support of the Item and suggested interim financing be obtained to fund the project.  
Mayor Cooper closed the floor to public comments.
