D. VICE MAYOR LEWY
Vice Mayor Lewy stated noted that  the Charter Amendment requiring the Assignment of Seat Numbers to City Commission seats was approved at the November 6, 2012 General Election, and suggested the City Commission consider assigning the seat numbers as follows:
· Terms ending on November 4, 2014: Commissioner Anthony Sanders be assigned Seat Number 1 and Vice Mayor Lewy be assigned Seat 2. 
· Terms ending on November 1, 2016: Commissioner Bill Julian be assigned Seat Number 3 and Commissioner Michele Lazarow be assigned Seat 4.
 Vice Mayor Lewy noted that the Mayor’s seat will not be numbered.  

The City Commission discussed the assignment of seat numbers as proposed by Vice Mayor Lewy.

City Attorney Whitfield suggested the Motion be amended to clarify the date of expiration for the 

term of the Commissioners which occupy each seat.  

Vice Mayor Lewy restated his Motion as follows:

The Motion carried on a 5/0 Voice vote.  
At the request of Vice Mayor Lewy, Deputy City Manager Rafols provided a status update on the lane modifications at NE 8th and 10th Avenues.  

Mayor Cooper suggested staff research the use of colored striping at NE 8th & 10th Avenue and Layne Boulevard to delineate lane modifications and bike lanes; and to consider the installation of roadway reflector caps as a safety measure.  
Mayor Cooper opened the floor to public comments.

Etty Sims, 1000 NE 5th Street, Hallandale Beach, spoke on the importance for properly delineating bike lanes and any lane modifications as a safety measure for motorists who may not recognize the changes.  

Mayor Cooper closed the floor to public comments.   

Consensus:

· To direct staff to research the cost and feasibility of  utilizing colored striping at NE 8th & 10th Avenues and Layne Boulevard to delineate lane modifications and bike lanes; and to install roadway reflector caps as a traffic safety measure.  

Vice Mayor Lewy requested staff research the implementation of an ordinance or City policy regulating responsible banking within the City.  He suggested staff gather information from the National Municipal policy Network for Local Progress.  
The City Commission discussed whether or not these regulations can be implemented by Ordinance, Resolution and/or City Policy.

Consensus:

· To direct staff to research the feasibility of implementing regulations for responsible banking within the City and to bring back recommendations for City Commission consideration when ready.

At the request of Mayor Cooper, City Manager Crichton provided an update on the Voice of the Employee Survey being completed by the Doug Williams Group.  She added that a Management Retreat is scheduled for November 30th, 2012, at which time the Senior Management Team will evaluate the results of the survey and develop recommendations to address the survey results.    
City Manager Crichton noted the importance of holding a City Commission Strategic Planning Session in order to obtain direction from the City Commission as part of the FY2013/2014 Budget Process.  During this Session, the City Commission will work with staff to establish a Five-Year Strategic Plan with Goals and Objectives; establish the City’s Core Services; and discuss how to funnel City resources to meet tax payers expectations.   

Mayor Cooper suggested scheduling the Strategic Planning Session at the new Foster Park Community Center.  

Mayor Cooper spoke on the need to regulate the commercial filming industry within the City’s residential areas as residents have expressed their concerns with the current practice and its effect on their quality of life.

Vice Mayor Sanders Seconded the Motion for discussion.  

The City Commission discussed possible regulations for filming in residential neighborhoods.   

Commissioner Julian questioned the number of residents which are affected by this industry and the number of permits and variances that have been applied for this type of industry.  He further suggested this information be brought back for consideration.  
Vice Mayor Lewy spoke on the need for additional information to be provided prior to establishing the Moratorium.

Mayor Cooper announced upcoming Holiday Events being held by various community organizations.  
Mayor Cooper acknowledged a Letter of Commendation she received for Ms. Beverly Wright, Social Worker II, Human Services Department, and noted that this information will be included in her Personnel file.  Mayor Cooper praised Ms. Wright for her work.   
At the request of Mayor Cooper, Marian McCann-Colliee, Director of Human Services, provided an update on the outcome of the City’s Annual Community Thanksgiving Dinner held on Saturday, November 17th, 2012.  Director McCann-Colliee further provided an update regarding similar upcoming events being hosted by Community Organizations.   

Commissioner Julian spoke on the importance for the City to collaborate with Community Organizations in order to maximize the impact on the community and surrounding neighborhoods as well as to leverage funding.  
Mayor Cooper recognized Carol Westmoreland, Associate Director, Membership Development, Florida League of Cities, Inc., who was present at the Meeting.

Mayor Cooper introduced the Item and turned the presentation over to staff.  City Manager Crichton provided background information concerning the item stating that proceeds from the -bond will be utilized to finance for the purchase of City vehicles over a seven-year period as a cost savings measure.  She gave an overview of the terms of the proposal and answered questions posed by the City Commission.     
The City Commission discussed General Employee representation on the General Employee Pension Board, similar to the Police and Fire pension Boards.

City Manager Crichton noted that the General Employees’ Pension Board is a well-structured entity and that the City Commission acts as the Board’s Trustees.  Furthermore, she stated the Board meetings are open to the public and employees are welcomed to attend should they be interested.

City Attorney Whitfield noted that the City Commission can revise the Resolution to remove the authorization for construction of the Median.

IN ADDITION, THE GRANTING OF THE MAJOR DEVELOPMENT AND REDEVELOPMENT AREA MODIFICATIONS APPROVAL ARE MADE CONDITIONAL UPON THE FOLLOWING RESTRICTIONS, STIPULATIONS AND/OR SAFEGUARDS THAT ARE MOVED AS NECESSARY TO ENSURE COMPLIANCE WITH THE PURPOSE AND INTENT OF THE ZONING AND LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE AND THE COMPREHENSIVE PLAN OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH: 1) REMOVAL OF THE REQUIREMENT FOR A RAISED MEDIAN AT SW 10TH TERRACE; 2) INSTALLATION OF AN 8 FT BUFFER AT THE REAR OF THE PROPERTY; AND 3) INSTALLATION OF FENCING TO SECURE THE REAR OF THE PROPERTY AS APPROVED BY STAFF.
