ORDINANCE NO. 2012 - 
AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, AMENDING CHAPTER 6, “ANIMALS” ARTICLE III, ANIMAL CARE, DIVISION 1. GENERALLY, BY AMENDING SECTION 6-66 “KEEPING OF ANIMALS”; PROVIDING A CONFLICT CLAUSE; PROVIDING A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE; PROVIDING A CODIFICATION CLAUSE; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the Mayor and City Commission desire to ensure that all animals which are utilized by circuses, performing in the City of Hallandale Beach, are treated in an humane manner; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and City Commission share the concerns of groups who advocate for animal rights; and
WHEREAS, the Mayor and City Commission believe that all circus promoters should be placed on notice that the City of Hallandale Beach does not condone or tolerate the mistreatment of animals for the sake of entertainment.
NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:


SECTION 1.   Section 6-66 “Keeping of Animals” of Chapter 6. Animals, Article III. Animal Care, Division I. Generally, of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Hallandale Beach is hereby amended to read as follows:
*********************


Section. 6-66. - Keeping of animals.

(a) Any person who beats, cruelly ill-treats, torments, overloads, overworks or otherwise abuses an animal or intentionally causes such animal to be mutilated or inhumanely killed, or causes the same to be done, or otherwise treats an animal in a cruel or inhumane manner, shall be deemed to be in violation of this section. 

It shall be unlawful for any person to use painful techniques and devices that may cause or are likely to cause, physical injury, torment or pain and suffering to animals, including but not limited to: electric prods or shocking devices; shocking spurs or rowels; flank or bucking straps or similar devices; wire tie-downs; chains used as tie-downs; whips or bull-whips (excluding riding crops); ankuses or bull-hooks or similar-devices. Commercially available static correction devices used for training and containment  of canines are not subject to the prohibitions in this section.
(1c)
It shall be unlawful for any person, firm, or corporation, including any circus, temporarily performing in the City, to own, control, keep, or harbor any animal without providing:
1.a.
Clean, safe, sanitary and humane living conditions;
2.b.
A sufficient supply of good and wholesome food provided as often as the feeding habits of such animal(s) require;
3.c.
A sufficient supply of visibly clean and fresh water accessible at all times, unless specifically directed otherwise by a licensed veterinarian; 
4.d.
Adequate shelter which shall provide:

a.1.
Accessible protection from wind, rain, and direct sun exposure;

b.2.
Proper ventilation and circulation; and

c.3.
A clean, dry area with a solid floor for each animal to stand erect, sit, lie down, and fully turn around;

5.e.
Necessary medical care and/or veterinary care when sick or injured and as required to prevent disease or sickness.
(2 d)
It shall be unlawful to deliberately and/or willingly leave unattended any animal for a period in excess of 12 consecutive hours. 
(3e)
It shall be unlawful for any person to leave an animal unattended in any motor vehicle, or transport an animal in any motor vehicle without adequate ventilation, sanitary conditions, or otherwise under such circumstance as to prevent the animal from being exposed to extreme temperatures which adversely affect its health and safety.
********************

SECTION 2. Conflict.  

All ordinances or parts of ordinances, all City Code sections or parts of City Code Sections, and all resolutions or parts of resolutions in conflict with this Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such conflict

SECTION 3. Severability. 

Should any provision of this Ordinance be declared by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, such decision shall not affect the validity of this Ordinance as a whole or any portion thereof, other than the part so declared to be invalid.

SECTION 4. Codification.


Upon adoption, this ordinance shall be codified and become a part of the Charter of the City of Hallandale Beach.

SECTION 5. This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon adoption.
