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RESOLUTION NO. 2012 - 

A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, TERMINATING THE FIRST ADDENDUM AND AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO  PIGGY-BACK ON THE CITY OF LAUDERHILL’S CONTRACT FOR FIRE RESCUE AMBULANCE BILLING AND RELATED PROFESSIONAL SERVICES, INCLUDING THE TRIPTIX COMPONENT, FROM ADVANCED DATA PROCESSING, INC. (ADPI) FOR AN AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED $95,000.00, AND AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO NEGOTIATE AND EXECUTE ALL RELATED DOCUMENTS FOR A NEW AGREEMENT; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 

WHEREAS,	the City of Lauderhill entered in agreement with Advanced Data Processing, Inc. (hereinafter “ADPI”) for fire rescue ambulance billing and related professional services on July 12, 2012; and

WHEREAS,	on or about October 20, 2011, the City negotiated and entered into the First Addendum service agreement with ADPI by amending Section 4. Compensation and Method of Payment, and adding the TripTix component to the previous piggyback agreement; and

WHEREAS,	the City of Lauderhill agreement includes the TripTix component in its current agreement, creating the need to maintain a separate agreement for this service moot; and
WHEREAS,	the City wishes to terminate the First Addendum service agreement  which includes a TripTix component, as the City can utilize the provision in the current agreement between ADPI and the City of Lauderhill; and

WHEREAS,  the City Attorney has reviewed the agreement with the City of Lauderhill and determined that it complied with the Public Contract Bid/Proposal requirements which equal or exceed the City of Hallandale Beach’s requirements; and 

WHEREAS, 	upon recommendation of Staff, it is the City’s desire to piggy-back the City of Lauderhill agreement with ADPI for fire rescue ambulance billing and related professional services including the TripTix component for the Fire Department and related services, as may be further amended, for an estimated amount not to exceed $95,000.00; and

WHEREAS,	the City Administration recommends that the Mayor and City Commission authorize the City Manager to negotiate and execute an agreement with Advanced Data Processing, Inc. for fire rescue ambulance billing and related professional services, including the  TripTix component as attached as Exhibit A.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:

	SECTION 1.	City Manager Authorization.	The Mayor and City Commission hereby terminate the First Addendum and authorize the City Manager to negotiate and execute all related documents to effectuate the agreement with Advanced Data Processing, Inc., piggy-backing on the City of Lauderhill Agreement for fire rescue ambulance billing and related professional services, including the TripTix component, for an amount not to exceed $95,000.00 dollars.  

SECTION 2.	Effective Date.	 This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
