RESOLUTION NO. 2012 - 

A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, ENCOURAGING CONGRESS AND PRESIDENT BARACK OBAMA TO  ADOPT A FEDERAL BUDGET WHICH WILL END THE BUSH-ERA TAX CUTS FOR THE WEALTHY, CREATE JOBS, AND STRENGTHEN OUR COMMUNITIES; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the United States government is currently confronting major decisions regarding our nation’s fiscal stability; and

WHEREAS, the American economy continues a slow and inadequate recovery from the Great Recession; unemployment remains at eight (8) percent; and a weak economy undermines the ability of future generations to live rich and fulfilling lives; and 

WHEREAS, the economy of both the state of Florida and Hallandale Beach continue to struggle; and 

WHEREAS, the Mayor and City Commission believe that Social Security, Medicare, and Medicaid are central to the vitality of the middle class and the aging population; and 

WHEREAS, the federal government’s investment in education and the local infrastructure are essential to the nation’s future prosperity; and 

WHEREAS, unwise cuts in federal spending inevitably shifts the costs onto states and municipalities, which result in deficit spending; and 

WHEREAS, federal borrowing costs are at an all-time low; and senseless austerity policies have pushed Europe into a double-dip recession; and 

WHEREAS, the short-term federal budget deficit is primarily the result of a weakened economy;  long-term budget deficits pose no immediate threat to the American economy; and long-term deficits are driven largely by rising health care costs that must be addressed carefully over the course of years, not weeks; and

WHEREAS, the Federal Reserve has a legal mandate to pursue both “stable prices” and “maximum employment,” but in recent years inflation has been consistently below its stated target and the unemployment rate has soared; and

WHEREAS, real median family income has been nearly stagnant for four (4) decades, despite continued growth in productivity; and economic inequality has expanded to levels unseen since the 1930s; the wealthiest Americans receive an ever-larger share of national income and pay an ever-smaller percentage of taxes; and millions of families are unable to afford basic necessities.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:

[bookmark: _GoBack]	SECTION 1.	Encouragement to Resolve the Fiscal Cliff Dilemma.  The Mayor and City Commission hereby encourage Congress and President Barack Obama to adopt Federal Budget policies that prioritize the revitalization of the economy, the creation of millions of new jobs, and a return to broadly-shared prosperity; to avoid cuts to Social Security, Medicare, or Medicaid benefits or shifting of costs to the states; to resist cuts to the safety net or to vital services for the most disadvantaged members of society; to restructure our tax system to ensure sufficient revenue – at least twenty (20) percent of Gross Domestic Product (GDP) by the end of the decade – in order to fund crucial services and investments; and to raise income tax rates on the wealthiest Americans to the levels imposed in the prosperous 1990s.

	SECTION 2.	DIRECTION TO CITY CLERK.  The Mayor and City Commission, through the City Manager, direct the City Clerk to cause a copy of this resolution to be forwarded to President Barack Obama, Senators Bill Nelson and Marco Rubio and the other members of the Federal delegation for the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida.

SECTION 3. 	 Effective Date. This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
