C. PRESENTATION REGARDING ACTIVITIES AT THE VILLAGE AT GULFSTREAM PARK (REPRESENTATIVE, VILLAGE AT GULFSTREAM PARK) CAD#029/04

Jan Hansen, Vice President, Gulfstream Racing & Casino, Inc., presented the update and noted that he looks forward to the Horse Racing Season at the Village at Gulfstream Park.  

5. PUBLIC PARTICIPATION - Items not on the Agenda (To be heard at 1:30 P.M.)
Angel Ervin, 216 Three Islands Boulevard, Hallandale Beach, spoke concerning excessive noise being emitted from the Wal-Mart Store located at 2551 East Hallandale Beach Boulevard, Hallandale Beach, and recommended the City Commission limit the hours for loading and unloading of goods, as well as construction, at commercial establishments.

At the request of Mayor Cooper, Deputy City Manager Rafols explained that there is a Noise Ordinance in effect for commercial establishments.  She added that staff will research the issue and follow-up with Ms. Ervin.  
Eyal Lalo, CEO, Invicta Watch Company of America, 3069 Taft Street, Hollywood, spoke concerning an application for a Film Permit submitted on November 8th, 2012 for filming at his property located at 401 Poinciana Drive, Hallandale Beach.  He petitioned the City Commission to reconsider the Moratorium which was established on November 19th, 2012 placing a six-month hold on all film permits. 

Mayor Cooper noted that she was approached by surrounding property owners who are concerned that their quality of life within the residential area is being impeded due to filming in the neighborhood.  

Vice Mayor Lewy spoke in opposition of a six-month Moratorium and suggested approval of those film permit applications that were already in process when the Moratorium was instituted.  He added that he is looking forward to staff’s recommendations on a process to review applications for film permits. 
City Attorney Whitfield noted that staff will conduct thorough research on legal precedent and regulations regarding film permits and will bring back for City Commission consideration in January 2013.      
MOTION 
BY VICE MAYOR LEWY TO RECONSIDER THE MORATORIUM ESTABLISHED ON FILM PERMITS ON NOVEMBER 19, 2012; TO ALLOW STAFF TO PROCESS ANY FILMING PERMITS THAT WERE SUBMITTED PRIOR TO THE MORATORIUM; AND TO REDUCE THE MORATORIUM TIMEFRAME UNTIL THE SECOND MEETING IN JANUARY.  

Commissioner Sanders Seconded the Motion for discussion.  

Deputy City Manager Rafols recommended staff be given the opportunity to research possible conditions for inclusion within the review process of filming permits which will minimize the impact to surrounding property owners, such as requiring outside detail, regulation of noise levels and parking arrangements. 
The City Commission discussed reconsideration of the moratorium and its impacts to residents.  

Commissioners Julian and Lazarow spoke in support of the Motion.

Mayor Cooper requested a friendly amendment to the Motion to include approval of the existing 
permits subject to conditions that will protect residents from excessive noise levels, excessive 

lighting and accessibility of property, roadways and waterways.  

Vice Mayor Lewy did not accept the friendly amendment stating that the Code provides for these type of controls. 

Deputy City Manager Rafols stated that although there are no ordinances restricting lighting, 

staff will work with the applicant to mitigate any concerns prior to issuance of the permit.  

Consensus:

· To direct staff to include conditions of approval for the  film permits being processed to regulate noise levels, lighting and accessibility of property, roadways and waterways, in order to minimize the impact to surrounding residents.   

After further discussion by the City Commission, Mayor Cooper called the Question.

Further, Ms. Rafols explained that the City is currently working to upgrade its Enterprise Resource Planning system which will facilitate timely placement of the requested documents online.   

Qunea Gordon, 412 NW 5th Street, Hallandale Beach, congratulated the newly elected City Commissioners and Mayor and extended an invitation from the Palms Community Action Coalition through the Arts in the Park Initiative for the “Hope for the Holidays Event,” scheduled for December 15th, 2012, at 12:00 p.m. along Foster Road between 6th and 7th Avenues.  She added that the drop-off location for donations is the Ebeneezer Baptist Church located at 816 NW 1st Avenue, Hallandale Beach.
