PRESENTATION AND DISCUSSION OF THE CITY'S PRIORITIES FOR THE 2013 STATE LEGISLATIVE SESSION

· Florida East Coast (FEC) Coastal Rail Expansion Program;  
· Implementation of the Citywide Parks Master Plan; 
· Inflow & Infiltration Project;
Jennifer Frastai, Assistant City Manager, gave a presentation outlining the City’s 2013 State Legislative Priorities as follows: Beach Renourishment, Transportation, Gaming, Flood Control and Mitigation, Pension Reform, Ocean Outfall, Local Business Tax Receipts and Home Rule.  
City Manager Miller and Assistant City Manager Frastai answered questions posed by the City Commission, Senators and State Representatives.  
The City Commission, State Senators and State Representatives discussed the appropriation requests and legislative priorities presented.
