Robert Fraidenburg, Acting Director of Finance, presented the report and answered questions posed by the City Commission.
Commissioner Julian requested information regarding the Recycling revenues for Fiscal Year 2012 and for the first quarter of Fiscal Year 2013.
5.    PUBLIC PARTICIPATION - (To be heard at 6:45 P.M.)
Murvin Wright, 812 NW 1st Avenue, Hallandale Beach, representing Palms Community Action Coalition (PCAC), spoke in support of the City’s guidelines for development and redevelopment  requiring a Community Benefit component within the proposals.  He further commended The Related Group for partnering with PCAC by funding the first upcoming “HandyMan Class,” at the Sheridan Technical Center beginning on Saturday, March 9, 2013 at 8:00 a.m.  

Rachel Krieger, 250 Layne Blvd., Apartment #103, Hallandale Beach, spoke concerning the need for additional trash receptacles throughout the City in order to minimize littering.  She further suggested partnering with neighborhood schools to bring awareness to the problem.  
City Manager Miller provided an update regarding contractual operations with the Martin Gold 

Coast Company, responsible for the installation and maintenance of trash receptacles at bus bench and shelter locations.   
Csaba Kulin, 600 NE 14th Avenue, Apartment #220, Hallandale Beach, requested a copy the 

actuarial report prepared on behalf of the Police and Fire Pension Board regarding the proposed Collective Bargaining Agreement with the Police Benevolent Association, a copy of the actuarial study prepared on behalf of the City of Hallandale Beach, and the draft of pension Ordinance to be presented to the City Commission.  
City Manager Miller stated that a new pension Ordinance has not yet been drafted.  She further 
noted that the actuarial studies requested are exempt from Public Records disclosure as these documents are part of active Labor Negotiations.  

Judith Selz, 717 Layne Blvd., Hallandale Beach, spoke concerning an ongoing investigation by 

the Broward County Office of the Inspector General (OIG) and requested the City Commission 
consider terminating the lease for the Palms Center for the Arts, Inc., which is currently leasing 
space at the City- owned facility located at 501 NW 1st Avenue, Hallandale Beach.   

Maggie Ivanovski, President, Golden Horn Condominium Association, 437 Golden Isles Drive, 
spoke concerning a discrepancy on an invoice received by the Golden Horn Condominium 

Association for Fire Inspections completed at the property in 2011.  Ms Ivanovski further stated that there is no proof that inspections were performed at the property and therefore a bill should not have been 
issued. She further requested the City staff research and resolve the matter.  
Mayor Cooper stated that she is familiar with her concerns and requested Chief Sullivan to address the issue. 

Daniel Sullivan, Chief, Hallandale Beach Fire/EMS Department gave a summary of staff’s actions and confirmed that inspections have been performed and the Golden Horn Condominium Association was found to be non-compliant with the Fire Code.  He further stated that the property remains non-compliant.  

Commissioner Julian requested staff provide a full summary of the case history and status 
regarding the Fire Code compliance issues at the Golden Horn Condominium.

Karen Matluck, Vice President, Waterview Tower/Beach Club Condominium Association, 1850 S. Ocean Drive, Hallandale Beach, spoke concerning safety and security, both, within their buildings and the buildings’ neighboring areas, Ms. Matluck also spoke on the lack of parking.  She further suggested the applicant eliminate the reference to ‘Beach Club’ from their name as it alludes to a partnership with the neighboring Beach Club Condominiums.

The City Commission discussed options for alleviating safety concerns.  

Consensus:

· To direct the Police Department to contact the speakers to schedule a visit to the property and discuss the possibility of conducting a Crime Prevention through Environmental Design (CEPTED) study and other safety options that might be feasible.

Csaba Kulin, 600 NE 14th Avenue, Hallandale Beach, spoke on the need for uniformity in membership rates for City of Hallandale beach residents and Condominium owners.  
Paul Percent, President, Beach Club Condominium Association, 1850 S. Ocean Drive, Hallandale Beach, questioned the City’s options if the costs for the proposed development are overrun.  
Jennifer Frastai, Assistant City Manager, stated that the Operating Agreement requires that, should the estimated development costs come in over budget,  a Value Engineering study will be conducted in order to evaluate opportunities for cost reduction.

Michelle Vasquez, 221 W. Hallandale Beach Blvd., Hallandale Beach, spoke in support of the development, noting that it will be beneficial to the economy and the community.  
Mayor Cooper Closed the Public Hearing.
