1. CALL TO ORDER

A. COMMISSIONER JULIAN
Commissioner Julian invited the public to attend the Kiwanis Club’s 8th Annual Pasta Dinner, which will be held on Friday, March 29, 2013 from 6:00 P.M. to 8:30 P.M. at the Cultural Community Center located at 410 NE 3rd Street, Hallandale Beach.

C. COMMISSIONER SANDERS

Mayor Cooper discussed a legislative initiative to change sovereign immunity from $100,000 up to $3 Million, and requested staff to research its fiscal impact to the City.  
Answering questions posed by Mayor Cooper, City Manager Miller stated that the City’s current self-insurance policy provides for $3 Million per incident and $4.5 Million per occurrence.
Answering questions posed by Mayor Cooper, Jim Buschman, Risk Manager, stated that the City is self–insured and does not purchase excess liability.  He added that the annual property insurance is approximately $450,000.  
Answering questions posed by Mayor Cooper, Deputy City Manager Rafols stated that the FDOT informational meeting for the A1A Project held on March 13was not very well attended, although those present were very engaged and in support of the project.
