ORDINANCE NO. 2013 - 
AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, OPTING TO PARTICIPATE IN THE MUNICIPAL SERVICE TAXING UNIT (MSTU) FOR A CONSOLIDATED REGIONAL E-911 COMMUNICATION SYSTEM CREATED BY THE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS FOR BROWARD COUNTY; AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER AND CITY ATTORNEY TO NEGOTIATE THE REQUISITE INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICT; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Section 125.01 (1)(q) and (r) Florida Statutes, allow counties to create Municipal Service Taxing Units (MSTU) to fund essential facilities and municipal services; and


WHEREAS, Section 125.01 (q) provides that the boundaries of an MSTU may include the boundaries of a municipality, if said municipality so consents by ordinance; and
WHEREAS, Broward County (County) desires to establish a MSTU to provide partial funding of the Consolidated Regional E-911 Communications System consisting of the entire unincorporated area of County, and all municipalities that opt in and consent by ordinance, to participate in the MSTU and enter into a Standard Interlocal Agreement with the County relating to the establishment of the Consolidated Regional E-911 Communication System; and
WHEREAS,  the City Administration is reviewing a proposed Standard Interlocal Agreement with the County relating to the establishment of the Consolidated Regional E-911 Communication System; and

WHEREAS, City Administration has evaluated the benefits to be realized by the City of Hallandale Beach, and its residents by opting to participate in the Consolidated Regional E-911 Communication System and the funding mechanism of the MSTU; and

WHEREAS, City Administration is recommending that the City of Hallandale Beach opt to participate in the MSTU created by the County, and that the MSTU include the entire geographical corporate boundaries of the City of Hallandale Beach; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and City Commission have determined that it is in the best interest of the residents of the City of Hallandale Beach and those who travel through, or spend time within the City boundaries, to opt in and participate in the MSTU created by the County for the Consolidated Regional E-911 Communication System.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:


SECTION 1.
Opting to participate and consent to negotiation Interlocal Agreement.


The City of Hallandale Beach, Florida hereby opts to participate in the Municipal Service Taxing Unit created by the Board of County Commissioners of Broward County to partially fund the Consolidated Regional E-911 Communication System, which shall be known as the E-911 MSTU.  The City Manager and City Attorney are authorized to negotiate with Broward County, the terms of the requisite Interlocal Agreement.


SECTION 2. Conflict.  All ordinances or portions of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Hallandale Beach in conflict with the provisions of this ordinance shall be repealed to the extent of such conflict.
SECTION 3. Severability.   Should any provision of this ordinance be declared by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, the same shall not affect the validity of the ordinance as a whole, or any part thereof, other than the part declared to be invalid.


SECTION 4. Effective Date. This Ordinance shall only take effect upon the execution of the requisite Interlocal Agreement with the County.
