



MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE HALLANDALE BEACH CITY COMMISSION, CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, HELD ON WEDNESDAY, APRIL 17, 2013 AT 6:30 P.M., COMMISSION CHAMBERS, 400 S. FEDERAL HIGHWAY, HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA 33009.
1. CALL TO ORDER 
Mayor Cooper called the meeting to Order at 6:38 P.M. 
2. ROLL CALL 
Commissioners Julian, Lazarow and Sanders, Vice Mayor Lewy, Mayor Cooper, City Manager Miller and  City Attorney Whitfield – All Present.
3. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE 

4. PRESENTATIONS 

A. A PROCLAMATION PROCLAIMING APRIL 17, 2013 AS FLORIDA MILITARY FAMILY AND COMMUNITY COVENANT DAY (SPONSORED BY: MAYOR JOY COOPER) (STAFF: CITY MANAGER)
The City Commission presented the Proclamation to Captain Heather Deters, Commander, Ft. Lauderdale Army Recruiting Company, and to Alisa Feldman, Public Affairs Specialist, US Army Recruiting Battalion, Miami, Florida. 

Captain Deters thanked the City Commission for their continued support.     
B. PROCLAMATION PROCLAIMING APRIL 21-27, 2013 AS NATIONAL CRIME VICTIMS' RIGHTS WEEK. (STAFF: POLICE CHIEF) (SEE BACKUP)
The City Commission presented the Proclamation to Jill Fogel, Victims Advocate, Hallandale Beach Police Department.  Ms. Fogel announced various events and activities being held throughout Broward County to raise awareness and benefit the victims of crime.  Further, Ms. Fogel thanked the City Commission for their support.  
5. PUBLIC PARTICIPATION - (To be heard at 6:45 P.M.)
Robert Selz, 717 Layne Blvd., Hallandale Beach, spoke on Agenda Item #10.B. and in support of utilizing Compressed Natural Gas (CNG) to fuel City service vehicles.  He further questioned the City’s policy regarding the advancement of Green Initiatives.  
Mayor Cooper spoke in support of developing a fast feed Compressed Natural Gas fueling station within the Tri-County area.  
City Manager Miller noted that Item #10.B. is being brought to the City Commission in order to request utilization of an additional Bid Number; however, she noted that the purchase of the vehicles have already been approved by the City Commission and includes the purchase of an additional two (2) Sanitation vehicles which are CNG-ready for a total of 4 CNG-ready vehicles in the City’s fleet.  
City Manager Miller further noted that there is a partnership in place with the City of Hollywood for fuelling the vehicles; however, this is a slow feed fuel station, which will present some limitations. City Manager Miller noted that propane fuel was not conducive in certain situations, and as such the City is currently in a testing phase and will evaluate success of the program prior to a large financial commitment.

Captain Sonia Quinones, Hallandale Beach Police Department, and Stephanie Shimko, Administrative Analyst for the Fire Department, answered questions posed by the City Commission regarding the effectiveness of alternative fuel vehicles. 

The City Commission discussed the limitations that currently exist with CNG fuel vehicles.   
City Manager Miller further advised that the City has an Idle Policy for City vehicles and will be purchasing Idle Control Kits to be installed in new vehicles in order to save on fuel.   
Maggie Ivanovski, 437 Golden Isles Drive, Hallandale Beach, spoke regarding the status of a previous request for an Agenda Item to discuss the salaries of the City Commission.  

City Manager Miller noted that the consensus of the City Commission was to bring back the Item when ready, and as required by the City’s Code, staff was preparing to bring the item for consideration during the FY2013/2014 Budget Workshop in July 2013.  

Commissioner Lazarow spoke in opposition of deferring discussion of the City Commission salaries until during the Budget Workshop and requested the backup information be presented and discussed as soon as possible.  

The City Commission discussed the Code requirement for holding salary discussions regarding compensation for the City Commission during the annual budget process.    
MOTION
BY COMMISSIONER LAZAROW TO DIRECT STAFF TO BRING BACK AN ITEM TO AMEND THE ORDINANCE SETTING THE TIME FOR CONSIDERATION OF THE CITY COMMISISON SALARY AND TO DIRECT STAFF TO INCLUDE A COMMISSION/COUNCIL SALARY AND BENEFIT COMPARISON STUDY FOR CONSIDERATION AS PART OF THE BACKUP.

Commissioner Sanders Seconded the Motion for discussion.  

City Attorney Whitfield briefed the City Commission on the process to amend the City Commission salary prior to the annual budget discussion.  

City Manager Miller noted that staff is in the process of completing the Commission Salary and 

Benefit Comparison Study, and will provide the information to the City Commission as soon as 
possible.  
After further discussion by the City Commission, Commissioner Lazarow withdrew her Motion.

Mayor Cooper requested a Motion to reconsider the previous Motion.

BY COMMISSIONER LAZAROW, SECONDED BY VICE MAYOR LEWY, TO RECONSIDER THE PREVIOUS MOTION. The Motion carried on a 5/0 Voice vote.  

MOTION
BY COMMISSIONER JULIAN, SECONDED BY VICE MAYOR LEWY, TO DIRECT STAFF TO COMPLETE A COMMISSION/COUNCIL SALARY AND BENEFIT COMPARISON STUDY AND  TO DISSEMINATE THE INFORMATION VIA MEMORANDUM TO THE CITY COMMISSION AND THE PUBLIC FOR REVIEW AS SOON AS POSSIBLE.  The Motion carried on a 5/0 Voice vote. 
6. COMMISSIONER COMMUNICATIONS - Items not on the Agenda

A. COMMISSIONER JULIAN

Commissioner Julian spoke of his disappointment with the failure of recent legislation opposing Gun Control.  

At the request of Commissioner Julian, City Manager Miller provided a status update on research being completed on best practices regarding mitigation of fines and liens.  City Manager Miller noted that the Item will be brought back for consideration at the first meeting in June.  
B. COMMISSIONER LAZAROW
Commissioner Lazarow commended staff for organizing the Green Fest Event which took place on Saturday, April 6, 2013, noting that the event was successful.  Commissioner Lazarow further spoke spoke in support of the City’s Green Market and suggested to bring it back on a recurring basis.  

Consensus:

· To direct staff to research and provide a status update on the best location to hold “Green Market” events.  

Commissioner Lazarow spoke in support of the ‘Evening on the Front Porch’ initiative implemented by the Hallandale Beach Police Department.  

Answering questions posed by Commissioner Lazarow, Jennifer Frastai, Assistant City Manager, provided an update regarding construction plans and design features of the Joseph Scavo Park; she further advised that the City will be holding Community Outreach meetings to inform the community of construction plans.  
MOTION
BY COMMISSIONER LAZAROW, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER JULIAN, TO APPOINT DENNIS BEALE TO THE EDUCATION ADVISORY BOARD.  The Motion carried on a 5/0 Voice vote.

C. COMMISSIONER SANDERS

Commissioner Sanders had no Communications. 

D. VICE MAYOR LEWY
Vice Mayor Lewy spoke of his disappointment with the failure of recent legislation opposing Gun Control.  

Answering questions posed by Vice Mayor Lewy, City Manager Miller explained the process to plan the City Commission’s calendar and noted that staff will continue to avoid scheduling conflicts as possible.  
Vice Mayor Lewy invited the public to attend the Earth Day Celebration at the Village Gulfstream Park on Sunday, April 21st, 2013 at Noon.  
E. MAYOR COOPER 
MOTION
BY MAYOR COOPER, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER JULIAN, TO APPOINT OSCAR LLORENTE TO THE COMMUNITY PARTNERSHIP GRANTS COMMITTEE AS THE NON-PROFIT ORGANIZATION REPRESENTATIVE.  The Motion carried on a 5/0 Voice vote.

MOTION
BY MAYOR COOPER, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER JULIAN, TO APPOINT BARBARA SOUTHWICK TO THE EDUCATION ADVISORY BOARD.  The Motion carried on a 5/0 Voice vote.  
Mayor Cooper invited the public to attend a meeting of the Broward County Metropolitan 

Planning Organization (MPO) to discuss the Long Range Transportation Plan for Broward County on May 2nd, 2013 and suggested the City conduct a survey regarding the citizen’s priorities.  Mayor Cooper further suggested the City consider entering into a Memorandum of Understanding with the MPO for lobbying efforts regarding area-wide transportation concerns.  
City Manager Miller explained it was not necessary to enter into an MOU as the City will consider MPO’s transit, funding and transportation-related concerns as its own, and utilize its lobbyist.
Mayor Cooper urged her colleagues and the public to attend the Broward County Board of County Commissioners Meeting on Tuesday, April 23, 2013 at 10:00 A.M., to express support of a Regional Communications System for E911 Dispatch Services solely funded by the County.
Mayor Cooper spoke in support of a City partnership with the Broward County School Board and the Broward County Sheriff’s Office to look at options for young people having a criminal record for incidents that may be considered frivolous.  
Consensus: 

· To direct staff to encourage support of the partnership between the School Board, Broward Sheriff’s Office and the Police Department for utilization of the Civil Citation method where appropriate in order to reduce the number of juvenile criminal records for incidents that may be considered frivolous.  
Mayor Cooper announced that Principal Sharon Ludwig, Hallandale Elementary School, and Principal Linda Lopez, Hallandale Adult Community Center, will be retiring from their positions at the end of the 12/13 school year.  Further, Mayor Cooper advised that there will be a Community Meeting held on Monday, April 22, 2013 at 6:30 P.M. to gather community feedback regarding the needs of the community and their expectations for the next Principal of Hallandale Elementary School.

Consensus:

· Staff to send “Notify Me” advising registered parties of the April 22, 2013, public meeting at Hallandale Elementary School Media Center to discuss the qualities of a school principal.
Answering questions posed by Mayor Cooper, City Attorney Whitfield noted that the Unsafe Structures Board held their meeting on Tuesday, April 16, 2013 and the four (4) properties considered were found to be unsafe and will be demolished. 

Mayor Cooper announced that the City has been selected by the U.S. Conference of Mayors as a finalist for the Livability Awards as a result of the City’s efforts in the development of the Foster Park Project.
Mayor Cooper suggested the City consider sponsoring the Davin Joseph Foundation for their Summer Event, “Davin’s Dream Team.” 

Answering questions posed by Mayor Cooper, City Manager Miller noted that staff is investigating mobile homes being turned in for code violations. 
7. CITY ATTORNEY COMMUNICATIONS  - Items not on the Agenda
City Attorney Withfield briefed the City Commission on  policy and procedures for Public Participation at City Commission meetings, and referenced a memorandum provided to the City Commission dated April 17, 2013.  She further recommended the City Commission approve the changes as presented to the document previously approved by the City Commission governing the procedures for Public Participation and include the rules and procedures as part of the printed and electronic Agenda to inform the public.  

Consensus:

· To approve the changes as recommended by staff and to direct staff to include the General Rules and Procedures for Public Participation at City Commission Meetings as part of the printed and electronic Agenda to inform the public.        
City Attorney Whitfield advised that the City was successful in settling two (2) cases involving personal injury and liability in the amount $10,500 each.

City Attorney Whitfield updated the City Commission on a recent meeting of area City Attorneys to discuss local issues and to collaborate on resolution of said issues.

8. CITY MANAGER COMMUNICATIONS - Items not on the Agenda
City Manager Miller introduced Fachelli Lopez, Intern with the Florida Atlantic University, who is currently practicing at the City Manager’s Office.   

City Manager Miller advised that staff was successful in securing a Smart Growth Technical Assistance Grant for implementation of the Complete Streets Program in the amount of $25,000. 
City Manager Miller advised that the City has reached consensus with the City of Hollywood regarding the shared park access at the City’s North Beach.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, OPTING TO PARTICIPATE IN THE MUNICIPAL SERVICE TAXING UNIT (MSTU) FOR A CONSOLIDATED REGIONAL E-911 COMMUNICATION SYSTEM CREATED BY THE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS FOR BROWARD COUNTY; AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER AND CITY ATTORNEY TO NEGOTIATE THE REQUISITE INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICT; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE. City Manager Miller provided background information regarding the Item and advised that Broward County has been unsuccessful in securing a commitment from any Public Service Access Points and as such, the City has no ability to determine the long-term financial impact to the residents.  

City Manager Miller recommended the City Commission defer the Item until May 1, 2013 after the Broward County Board of County Commission has made a decision on April 23, 2013.  
City Manager Miller further suggested the City Commission transmit a Letter to the Broward County Commission indicating the City’s concerns with the proposed ordinance and MSTU program, and in support of a Regional Communications System for E911 Dispatch Services solely funded by the County, to be incorporated into the record during the April 23, 2013.   

Mayor Cooper spoke in support of staff’s recommendation.
