RESOLUTION NO. 2013-
A Resolution of CHAIR AND BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE Hallandale Beach COMMUNITY REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY approving THE RECOMMENDATION OF AWARD OF CONTRACT TO BOTH STUART & SHELBY DEVELOPMENT AND DEANGELO DEVELOPMENT INC. FOR THE DEVELOPMENT OF NEW, SINGLE FAMILY HOUSING TO BE SOLD TO INCOME ELIGIBLE BUYERS (AFFORDABLE HOUSING); AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR TO NEGOTIATE AND EXECUTE DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENTS WITH STUART & SHELBY DEVELOPMENT AND DEANGELO DEVELOPMENT INC. FOR THE DEVELOPMENT OF AFFORDABLE HOUSING; FURTHER AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR TO TAKE ANY AND ALL ACTIONS NECESSARY TO IMPLEMENT THE DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENTS INCLUDING ALLOCATING A PORTION OF THE TOTAL AVAILABLE LOTS TO EACH DEVELOPER; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 
WHEREAS, on March 15, 2013, the Hallandale Beach Community Redevelopment Agency (“HBCRA”) issued to a Request for Proposals (“RFP”) to identify qualified developers with whom the HBCRA could contract to build new, single family housing to be sold to income-eligible buyers (affordable housing); and 
WHEREAS, in response to the RFP, the HBCRA received three (3) proposals, but one (1) was deemed non-responsive because the developer failed to submit the required bid bond of $5,000 and the requested number of proposal copies; and additional applicant attempted to submit its after the submission deadline, and consequently such proposal was not accepted; and 

WHEREAS, the two (2) responsive proposals were reviewed and scored by the Evaluation Committee comprised of the Deputy City Manager/CRA Director, the Director of Development Services, and the Building Official, which evaluation process also included oral presentations by each developer, and the top two (2) proposals were ranked in the following order based on the benefit to the HBCRA:
1. Stuart & Shelby Development
2. DeAngelo Development Inc.
WHEREAS, both proposals met the minimum qualifications for consideration and it is the Executive Director’s recommendation that the an award of contract be made to both Stuart & Shelby Development and DeAngelo Development Inc. (the “Recommendation of Award”) as this approach allows for an equitable outcome to this solicitation process, while mitigating an interruption of the overall project should either developer encounter unexpected delays; and
WHEREAS, the HBCRA Board desires to approve the Recommendation of Award and authorize the Executive Director to negotiate and execute development agreements with both developers and allocate a portion of the total available lots to each developer.  
NOW, therefore, be it RESOLVED by the chair and board of directors of the Hallandale beach community redevelopment agency:
Section 1.  Recitals.  The recitals in the whereas clauses are true and correct, and incorporated into this Resolution.
Section 2.  Approval of Recommendation Award.  The Recommendation Award to enter into a development agreements with both Stuart & Shelby Development and DeAngelo Development Inc. is hereby approved.
Section 3.  Negotiation and Execution of Development Agreements.  The Executive Director is hereby authorized to negotiate and execute development agreements with both Stuart & Shelby Development and DeAngelo Development Inc. for the development of new, single family housing to be sold to income-eligible buyers (affordable housing).
Section 4.  Implementation of Development Agreements.  The Executive Director is hereby authorized to take all steps necessary and appropriate to implement the terms and conditions of the development agreements including allocating a portion of the total available lots to each developer.
Section 5.  Effective Date.  This resolution shall take effect immediately upon approval.
