			WHEREAS, the City has reinstituted and reorganized the beach lifeguard operations under the day to day management operations of the City of Hallandale Beach Fire Department; and 
	
		WHEREAS, City Administration has reviewed the City’s Code of Ordinances in light of the current lifeguard operations and recommends amending the City’s Code to prohibit fishing within the expanded restricted swim areas as reflected in the revised Appendix “1” attached as Exhibit “A”; and 

		WHEREAS, it is necessary to amend the City’s Code to meet the changes instituted by the new beach lifeguard operations.
	 		
NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:

	SECTION 1.	Section 19-3. Conduct on beaches, of Chapter 19, is amended to read as follows:

(a) Prohibit acts.

(6) Fishing at the public beaches within the restricted swim areas is prohibited between the hours of 8:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m.

(7) (8) No person owning or having charge, care, custody or control of any animal shall cause, permit or allow the animal into or upon any beach in the city; however, this provision shall not apply to guide dogs as specified in state law.

	SECTION 2.  	Conflict.  All ordinances or portions of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Hallandale Beach in conflict with the provisions of this ordinance shall be repealed to the extent of such conflict.

SECTION 3. 	Severability.   Should any provision of this ordinance be declared by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, the same shall not affect the validity of the ordinance as a whole, or any part thereof, other than the part declared to be invalid.

	SECTION 4. 	Codification. It is the intention of the Mayor and City Commission that the provisions of this ordinance be incorporated into the Code of Ordinances; to effect such intention the words “ordinance” or “section” may be changed to other appropriate words.

	SECTION 5. This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon adoption.
