WE DROVE TO HALLANDALE IN MY 1931 CHEVY IN APRIL 1955. THE CITY WAS MOSTLY FARMS. NO TRAFFIC LIGHTS. NOT MANY PEOPLE. ST MATTHEW
CHURCH WAS STARTED IN 1959. THE SERVICE WAS HELD IN THE PLANTATION CASINO ON 14™ AVE NE IN HALLANDALE BEACH UNTIL THE CHURCH WAS BUILT
IN 1961 IN GOLDEN ISLES.

| STARTED WORKING AT PUBLIC WORKS AS A TRUCK DRIVER. THEN ONE DAY CITY COMMISSIONER CALLED ME TO COME TO A MEETING AND | WAS APPOINTED
TO THE JOB OF SUPERINTENDENT OF PUBLIC WORKS.

WE HAD ONLY SMALL CORNER MARKETS TILL QUICK-CHEK AS BUILT ON PEMBROOK RD AT NW 2™ AVE. A PUBLIX WAS BUILT IN 1964 AT BEACH BLVD AND
14™ AVE, WE BECAME MUCH BIGGER THEN AS THE FIRST CONDOMINIUMS WERE BUILT IN THE AREA. THE DIPLOMAT MALL WAS BUILT IN 1971 BY MR.
FRIEDLANIER WHO OWED FOOD FARE STORES. AT THAT TIME MORE SMALL BUSINESSES DEVELOPED AROUND DIXIE HIGHWAY AND NE 1°" AVE. ALSO AT NW
10™ TERR AND THE BLVD.
