The following personnel have been promoted within the Department of Fire and Rescue.  As these promotions are significant career accomplishments the Fire Chief has requested they be recognized before the City Commission:

· Battalion Chief Jeff Lyon.  Jeff Lyon was hired by the City of Hallandale Beach on March 18, 2002 as a Firefighter-Paramedic. He has since served in the position of Driver Engineer, after which he was promoted to the rank of Lieutenant and has performed in the position for seven years. · Lieutenant Jo-Ann Shapins.  Jo-Ann Shapins was hired by the City of Hallandale Beach on April 4, 2005 as a Firefighter-Paramedic.
