RESOLUTION NO. 2013 - 

A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO EXPEND AN ADDITIONAL NINE THOUSAND ($9,000) DOLLARS AND/OR SEVEN AND ONE HALF (7.5%) PERCENT OF AMOUNT COLLECTED FOR THE REMAINING FY 2012-2013, AND TO AUTHORIZE THE CONTINUATION OF  THE  SERVICES OF ADVANCED DATA PROCESSING, INC. (ADPI)  FOR THE COLLECTION OF OUTSTANDING MEDICAL TRANSPORT BILLS AND RELATED PROFESSIONAL SERVICES FOR FY 2013-2014   AT THE NEGOTIATED RATE OF SEVEN AND ONE HALF (7.5%) PERCENT OF NET COLLECTIONS; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 


WHEREAS, on December 12, 2012, the City Commission authorized the  City Manager to enter into an agreement with ADPI for the purchase of medical transport billing services and related professional services based on a cooperative agreement between the City of Lauderhill and ADPI; and

WHEREAS,	the City Administration was successful in negotiating a contingency fee of seven and one half percent (7.5%)  for net collections with ADPI which is inclusive of collection performance and electronic patient care reporting (PCR) computing services; and 

WHEREAS,  the term of the agreement is April 1, 2012 through March 31, 2015, with two (2) one (1) year extensions available thereafter; and 

WHEREAS, 	the City is billed monthly based on ADPI’s performance, and this agreement has worked successfully, as collections have increased by fifteen (15%) percent and the period of delinquency has been reduced; and

WHEREAS, the initial resolution authorized the City Manager to expend a total of ninety-five thousand ($95,000) dollars for services from ADPI and the total anticipated collections will result in the obligated percentage payment to ADPI being approximately nine thousand ($9,000) dollars in excess of the previously approved amount; and 

WHEREAS, as a result of the performance of ADPI, there has been an increase in the projected revenue to the City and the obligated payment to ADPI; and 

WHEREAS,  there is no way to actually predict, for the remaining FY 2012-2013 or the FY 2013-2014, the total amount which will be collected pursuant to the agreement or the total amount which will be owed to ADPI based on the percentage they are entitled to receive from the net collection amount; and

WHEREAS,	the City Administration recommends that the Mayor and City Commission authorize the City Manager to expend an additional nine thousand ($9,000) and/or seven and one half (7.5%) percent of the amount collected for the remaining FY 2012-2013 and to continue the services of ADPI for the FY 2013-2014 under the previously negotiated rate of seven and one half (7.5%) percent of all net collections.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:

	SECTION 1.	City Manager Authorization.	The Mayor and City Commission hereby authorize the City Manager to expend an additional nine thousand ($9,000) and/or seven and one half (7.5%) percent of the amount collected for the remaining FY 2012-2013 and to continue the services of Advanced Data Processing Inc., (ADPI) for the collection of outstanding medical transport bills and related professional services for the FY 2013-2014 at the negotiated rate of seven and one half (7.5%) percent of all net collections. 

SECTION 2.	Effective Date.	 This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
