[bookmark: _GoBack]A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO RETAIN THE SERVICES OF STRATEGIC  PARTNERS AS GRANT MONITOR FOR AN AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED THIRTY-FOUR THOUSAND DOLLARS ($34,000); AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO EXECUTE AN AGREEMENT WITH STRATEGIC PARTNERS; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS,  the City Commission established the Community Partnership Grants program to provide Non-profit and Community Based organizations the funding necessary to support their community programs and to provide services to benefit the residents of Hallandale Beach; and

WHEREAS, on September 19, 2012, the City Commission approved the services of a Grant Monitoring Agency to implement the Community Partnership Grants  Guidelines and the Community Partnership Grant Program; and 

WHEREAS, on January 3, 2013, the City of Hallandale Beach entered into an agreement with Strategic Partners to provide monitoring services to all grantees which includes, but not limited to quarterly site visits with each grantee, review of monthly reports and payment requests.  The agreement expires on September 30, 2013; and

WHEREAS, the City Administration recommends City Commission approval to retain Strategic Partners as the grant monitor for FY 2013-2014 for an amount not to exceed Thirty-Four dollars ($34,000), and request City Manager authorization to execute an agreement with Strategic Partners. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:

SECTION 1.	City Commission Approval to Retain the Services of Strategic Partners for Fiscal Year 2014.  The Mayor and City Commission hereby approve the services of Strategic Partners as grant monitors for FY 2013-2014 for an amount not to exceed thirty-four thousand ($34,000) dollars.

	SECTION 2. 	City Manager Authority. The City Manager is authorized to execute an agreement with Strategic Partners in an amount not to exceed thirty-four thousand dollars ($34,000).
 
SECTION 3. 	 Effective Date. This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
