INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT

Police Department/Law Enforcement Trust Fund
Police Athletic League of Hallandale Beach, Inc. (PAL)
THIS INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT (this “Agreement”) is made and entered into this __1st __  day of __October____, 2013, by and between the CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, a Florida municipal corporation (the “City”) and the POLICE ATHLETIC LEAGUE OF HALLADNALE BEACH, INC., a Florida non-profit 501(c)(3) corporation (“PAL”) (the City and PAL are sometimes hereinafter referred to individually as a “Party” and collectively as the “Parties”).

RECITALS

WHEREAS, the City desires to contract with PAL to provide affordable youth crime prevention programs that utilize educational, athletic and recreational activities to create trust and understanding between police officers and youth and to provide a safe and secure environment for residents in its community;

WHEREAS, PAL will provide the following sports to the children of the community; spring baseball, fall baseball, basketball, bowling, boxing, cheerleading, flag football, Kid’s Fit, tackle football, summer soccer, fall soccer and track and field.  PAL will offer overlapping sports to offer a greater appeal to its residents throughout the calendar year;

WHEREAS, the City and PAL recognize that the PAL program will provide the community a safe and nurturing environment for young people to develop positive attitudes towards police officers and become good citizens; 


WHERAS, the City and PAL recognize that by participating in athletics, participants develop teamwork, leadership skills, self-esteem, confidence and learn goal-oriented skills and are deterred from gangs and juvenile crime;


WHEREAS the City and PAL recognize that youth interacting with police in the positive environment of PAL activities will have develop a more positive view of law enforcement and expanded awareness about the role of a police officer;
WHEREAS, it is in the best interests of the City, PAL, and the Citizens of Hallandale Beach, Florida, to provide organized sports programming in an atmosphere that fosters police community cooperation;  
WHEREAS, to support PAL fundraising efforts and partner is those city operations that benefit PAL the City desires to contract with PAL to maintain and operate the existing City owned vending machines; and

WHEREAS, PAL will maintain, repair and stock all the existing City owned vending machines as needed; 

WHEREAS, all costs associated with maintaining, operating and stocking the vending machines will be the responsibility of PAL.

WHEREAS, all revenue generated from operating, maintaining and stocking the City owned vendor machines would be retained by PAL. 

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and agreements contained herein, and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, the City and PAL agree as follows:

Section 1.   Recitals.

Recitals. The Recitals set forth above are true and correct and are incorporated in this Agreement by reference.

    Intent.  The intent of this Agreement is to provide the terms and conditions by which PAL will provide organized sports programming for the City as set forth in the Recitals above:

PAL will provide economic assistance to residents of the City of Hallandale Beach through an established Economic Assistance Grant Program.  The Grant Program will be based on the guidelines set forth by the Florida Income Guideline for Reduced Meals.  Documentation of total assistance will be provided at the conclusion of each sport, and;

PAL will gather report cards/progress reports from all participants and compile data as per the City of Hallandale Beach Resolution number 2008-03, which states each participant must maintain a minimum 2.0 GPA.  Any participant that does not meet the requirement will be given approved information on afterschool/tutorial programs and follow up with their participation and progress.
PAL will partner with local schools to identify “at risk” youth ages 7-17 and offer scholarships into PAL’s “Gloves not Guns” boxing program.  This partnership promotes self-reliance, accountability and serves as an ideal outlet for the individual who does not participate in team sports as well as building confidence and self esteem.  
PAL will provide training to Volunteers to further develop a mentoring relationship with youth in the community.  

PAL will disseminate social services and economic assistance information to PAL parents and volunteers on programs or surveys available from the City, its Humans Services Department, and/or its Community Redevelopment Agency.
PAL will develop community minded activities for its participants in order to teach children the benefits of volunteering and helping their own communities.  PAL will additionally partner with the Hallandale Beach Police Department Community Involvement Unit to provide additional education training such as Drug Abuse Resistance Education and Gang Resistance Education and Training.
Section 2. Cost of the Service.  The City agrees to provide a grant to PAL through the City’s Law Enforcement Trust Fund in the amount of Seventy Thousand Dollars ($70,000.00) for the services set forth in attached Exhibit A. 
Reimbursement.  In consideration of PAL providing the services described in Sections 1 and  2 hereof commencing from October 1, 2013, the City will compensate PAL, to the extent funds are budgeted and available and eligible for payment as consideration for services provided to the City during Fiscal Year 2013-2014, by PAL.

Method of Payment.  The parties agree that the City’s obligation to compensate PAL pursuant to section 3.1 hereinabove shall be made to PAL in accordance with the City’s approved budget.
Section 3.   Term.  The term of this Contract shall begin on October 1, 2013, and end on September 30, 2014. Prior to the end of this contract, the scope of services provided herein and the corresponding costs for services will be reevaluated based on needs of the City for the 2014 fiscal year. Renewal of this Contract shall be for successive one year terms upon written consent of all parties to the Contract. 
Section 4.   Records.  City and PAL shall keep such records and accounts as may be necessary to support the cost of services incurred by the City in accordance with this agreement, including but not limited to records and documents pertaining to the selection of third party service providers. Such books and records will be available at all reasonable times for examination and audit by City and shall be retained as provided by law or for no less than a period of six (6) years after completion of each requested service to performed pursuant to this Agreement.
Section 5.  Reporting.   PAL shall provide an annual report to the City by October 31, 2014, detailing how the funds were utilized and the total number of Hallandale Beach youth served during the term of this agreement. Annual Report shall be submitted on attached Exhibit B and C.  
Section 6.   Miscellaneous.

Headings.  The headings of the sections of this Agreement are for convenience only and do not affect meanings of any provisions hereof

Amendment.  The terms, covenants, conditions and provisions of this Agreement cannot be altered, changed, modified or added to, except in writing signed by the City and PAL and approved by the PAL Board and the City Commission.

Third Party Beneficiaries.  Neither of the Parties intend to directly or substantially benefit any third party by this Agreement. Therefore, Parties agree that there are no third party beneficiaries to this Agreement and that no third party shall be entitled to assert a claim against either of them based upon this Agreement.

Construction.  Both Parties have substantially contributed to the drafting and negotiation of this Agreement and this Agreement shall not, solely as a matter of judicial construction, be construed more severely against one of the Parties than the other.

Governing Law; Venue.  This Agreement shall be interpreted and construed in accordance with and governed by the laws of the State of Florida. Venue for litigation concerning this Agreement shall be in Broward County, Florida.

Invalidity.  If any term or provision of this Agreement, or the application thereof to any person or circumstance is determined to be invalid or unenforceable, then to the extent that the invalidity or unenforceability thereof does not deprive a Party of a material benefit afforded by this Agreement, the remainder of this Agreement or the application of such term or provision to persons or circumstances other than those as to which it is held invalid or unenforceable, will not be affected thereby, and each term and provision of this Agreement will be valid and will be enforced to the full extent permitted by law.

Waiver.  No express or implied consent or waiver by a Party to or of any breach or dealt by the other Party in the performance by such other Party of its obligations under this Agreement will be deemed or construed to be a consent or waiver to or of any other breach or dealt in the performance by such other Party of the same or any other obligations of such other Party hereunder. Failure by a Party to complain of any act or failure to act of the other Party or to declare the other Party in default, irrespective of how long such failure continues will not constitute a waiver by such Party of it rights hereunder. The giving of consent by a Party in any one instance will not limit or waive the necessity to obtain such Party’s consent in any future instance.

Independent Contractor.  In performing its obligations hereunder, PAL shall be deemed an independent contractor and not an agent or employee of the City.

Assignment.  Neither this Agreement, or any interest herein, shall be assigned, transferred or otherwise encumbered by the City or PAL without the prior written consent of the other Party.

Notice.  Whenever any party desires or is required by this Agreement to give notice to the other party, it must be in writing and given by hand, sent by certified mail, with return receipt requested, or sent by a recognized overnight courier (e.g., Federal Express) addressed to the party for whom it is intended, at the address specified for notice by the Parties from time to time. Notice may also be given by electronic means (e.g., facsimile or email) provided such is followed up with a hard copy by one of the methods in the previous sentence.

Entire Agreement.  No statements, representations, warranties, either written or oral, from whatever source arising, except as expressly stated in this Agreement, shall have any legal validity between the parties or be binding upon any of them. The Parties acknowledge that this Agreement contains the entire understanding and agreement of the parties with respect to the subject matter hereof.
