



MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COMMISSION, CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, HELD ON TUESDAY, SEPTEMBER 3, 2013 AT 6:30 P.M., CITY COMMISSION CHAMBERS, 400 SOUTH FEDERAL HIGHWAY, HALLANDALE BEACH, FL 33009
CALL TO ORDER FOR THE PLANNING & SCHEDULING SESSION 
Mayor Cooper called the Planning and Scheduling Session to Order at 6:14 P.M. in the Commission Chambers.

Commissioners Lazarow, Vice Mayor Lewy and Mayor Cooper, City Attorney Whitfield and City Manager Miller – All Present.
Commissioner Sanders arrived at 6:18 P.M.
Commissioner Julian arrived at 6:24 P.M. 

The City Commission discussed the Calendar of Events scheduled for September 3, 2013 through October 2, 2013.

Consensus:

· To authorize the placement of an advertisement in the Urban League’s publication in support for their event being held on September 21st, 2013. 
· To authorize staff to work with the City Commission to determine sponsorship  levels in support of the Mayor’s Gala put on by the United Way on Saturday, October 26, 2013. 
City Manager Miller reminded the City Commission of the upcoming HBCRA Board of Director’s Meeting on Monday, September 23rd, 2013 at 6:00 P.M. 

City Attorney Whitfield announced that she will be out of the office beginning on September 15th, 2013 through September 24th, 2013.  In her absence, Andre McKenney, Assistant City Attorney will be responsible for the City Attorney’s Office.   

City Manager Miller advised that she will be out of the office on Maternity Leave beginning on Friday, September 3rd, 2013 and will return December 9, 2013.  During her absence, Nydia Rafols, Deputy City Manager, will be Acting City Manager and will be in charge of the City.  
There being no further discussion by the City Commission, Mayor Cooper adjourned the Planning & Scheduling Session at 6:28 P.M.

Mayor Cooper called the meeting to Order at 6:30 PM

4. PRESENTATIONS 

A. PROCLAMATION PROCLAIMING SEPTEMBER 11, 2013 AS "PATRIOT DAY: A NATIONAL DAY OF SERVICE AND REMEMBRANCE." (STAFF: FIRE CHIEF) (SEE BACKUP)
The City Commission presented the Proclamation to Daniel Sullivan, Fire Chief, and Dwayne  Flournoy, Police Chief.  Chief Sullivan thanked the City Commission for the proclamation and invited the public to attend a Patriot Day 911 Memorial Ceremony on September 11th, 2013, 9:00 a.m. to 11:00 a.m. at Fire Station No. 7, located at 121 SW 3rd Street, Hallandale Beach Florida. 
Mayor Cooper read a proclamation proclaiming September 7th, 2013 as the City of Hallandale Beach’s Day of Observance for National Recovery Month.  Mr. Mike Keels, Representative, Hallandale Recovery Ministry, accepted the proclamation and thanked the City Commission for encouraging awareness and support for those individuals who struggle with substance abuse. 
5. PUBLIC PARTICIPATION - (To be heard at 6:45 P.M.)(Speakers must sign-in with the

Rob Raymond, 469 Sunset Drive, Hallandale Beach, Florida, spoke in support of the Nation’s fight against terrorism and thanked the City of Hallandale Beach Police Department for their continued commitment to fight crime in the community.   
6. COMMISSIONER COMMUNICATIONS - Items not on the Agenda

A. COMMISSIONER JULIAN
Commissioner Julian spoke regarding recent efforts by the Sierra Club to protect the Loxahatchee and Indian rivers against pollutants such as agricultural fertilizer; he further spoke in support of urging the Florida Legislature to adopt more stringent regulatory controls to prevent pollution. 
B. COMMISSIONER LAZAROW
Commissioner Lazarow thanked Mayor Cooper and the City Commission for the proclamation presented under Item #4 proclaiming September 7th, 2013 as a Day of Observance for National Recovery Month.    

Commissioner Lazarow suggested directing staff to conduct a cost-benefit analysis for the installation of cop-car cameras and to bring back for City Commission discussion.  
The City Commission discussed Commissioner Lazarow’s recommendation. 

Answering questions posed by Commissioner Lazarow, City Manager Miller briefed the City Commission on existing technology for cameras and other electronic recording devices in police vehicles, and recommended staff be given the opportunity to research the subject and provide  recommendations.  
Consensus:

· Staff to complete a cost-benefit analysis for the implementation of technology similar to the “cop-car cameras,” as discussed, and provide recommendations, including funding recommendations, for City Commission consideration.   
C. COMMISSIONER SANDERS
Commissioner Sanders thanked staff for organizing the celebratory event commemorating the 50th Anniversary of Martin Luther King Jr.’s March on Washington D.C. held on Tuesday, August 28, 2013, unveiling the History Wing of the Foster Park Community Center located at 609 NW 6th Avenue, Hallandale Beach.  

Commissioner Sanders spoke concerning the City’s 50/50 Sidewalk Improvement Program and suggest the City consider revisions to the policy which will more adequately serve the need of its residents. 
Answering questions posed by the City Commission, City Manager Miller stated that most cities take on the responsibility for maintaining its sidewalks and suggested the City Commission consider the possible budgetary impacts should they decide to pursue this option.   
Additionally, City Manager Miller suggested the City Commission authorize staff to issue an internal moratorium to pause all existing Code violations and the issuance of any new violations with respect to sidewalks in disrepair.  
Commissioner Sanders indicated that there is a particular property located at 314 NW 1st Street, Hallandale Beach that has been cited for a sidewalk in disrepair.  He noted that the homeowner is elderly and not in the financial position to bring the property into compliance on her own.   Additionally, Commissioner Sanders suggested the City make the repairs as part of the City’s “Complete Streets” project.  City Manager Miller suggested staff conduct a site visit to determine the severity of the particular Code case.

The City Commission discussed the need for policy revisions regarding the City’s sidewalk improvement/maintenance program and reached the following consensus.
Consensus:
· To direct the Risk Manager to conduct a site visit to determine the severity of the case and, should the need exist; ensure the sidewalk is repaired by the City as soon as possible. 

· To direct staff to research City ordinance, best practices and estimated costs regarding the installation and maintenance of sidewalks within the City and provide recommendations to City Commission when ready.  Meanwhile, staff (Development Service) is to implement a stay on the issuance of code violations related to sidewalk repairs.

D. VICE MAYOR LEWY
Earl King, Assistant Director of Utilities & Engineering, provided an update regarding maintenance of the lift station located at Diana Drive. 

Vice Mayor Lewy spoke concerning the need for trash receptacles at the Golden Isles Tennis Center to be emptied on a regular basis.  He further noted that there were various cracks in the pavement on the tennis courts; and requested staff to conduct an evaluation of the courts.

Consensus: 

· To direct staff to ensure that tennis area at the Golden Isles Tennis Center: is maintained, including trash pickup and disposal, on a daily basis. 

· To direct the Risk Manager to coordinate with Parks and Recreation to conduct a site visit to check the condition of the surface of the tennis courts and complete repair(s) as needed.
Vice Mayor Lewy spoke in support of promoting awareness for those in need and announced that he is participating in the Jewish Community Services of South Florida’s, Supplemental Nutrition Systems Program Challenge (SNAP).  
E. MAYOR COOPER 

Mayor Cooper announced the upcoming 4th Annual Choose Peace Stop Violence Event during Choose Peace Week of September 16-20, 2013, and suggested staff organize an event with neighborhood schools. 
Mayor Cooper spoke regarding the Broward County Metropolitan Planning Organization’s (MPO) Commitment 2040 Work Plan and requested staff to ensure the oval at A1A Project is included in the Plan.  

Consensus:

-    To direct staff to work with Broward County MPO to ensure the Oval at A1A Project 
     (signalization at A1A and Countyline Rd.) is included in the MPO’s 2040 

     Commitment Plan.
Mayor Cooper suggested staff to reach out to the City of Hollywood to open discussions regarding the possibility to partner in hosting the National Folk Festival for 2015-2017.

Consensus: 

-
To direct staff to research the National Folk Festival Program, application process, and possibility of partnering with neighboring cities to sponsor the festival for the three-year period, 2015-2017.

To direct staff to research feasibility and benefits of utilizing the i-Tree application. 
Answering questions posed by Mayor Cooper, Jennifer Frastai, Assistant City Manager, provided an update regarding purchase of the Post Office property located at 500 S. Federal Highway, Hallandale Beach.

At the request of Mayor Cooper, Nydia Rafols, Deputy City Manager, and Charles Wu, 
Director of Development Services, provided an update regarding 
plans for redevelopment of the Regency Spa property located at 200 South Ocean Drive, Hallandale 

Beach, noting that the developer has resubmitted plans for consideration by the Development 
Review Committee (DRC) during September 2013. 

Mayor Cooper spoke in support of improving maintenance and security at construction 

sites, and recommended staff research Code amendments that will authorize securing the sites 

with wooden fences. 
Consensus:

Staff to research City code related to securing construction sites and bring back 
recommendations for City Commission consideration when ready.  
Mayor Cooper advised that she has exhausted her travel budget for FY 12/13, and requested an additional $2,500 to fund travel expenses through the end of the Fiscal Year.

7. CITY ATTORNEY COMMUNICATIONS  - Items not on the Agenda

City Attorney Whitfield announced that she has recently received the AV Preeminent rating, which is the highest ranking by Martindale-Hubbell, an agency which conducts reviews of lawyers by their peers based on their ability and ethical standards.  

The City Commission commended City Attorney Whitfield on her recent achievement.    
8. CITY MANAGER COMMUNICATIONS - Items not on the Agenda
At the request of City Manager Miller, Tom Amburgey, Chief Information Officer, gave a presentation regarding the City’s plans to launch the ‘My HB’  mobile application, which is a streamlined system that will allow users to access information and input service requests.  Mr. Amburgey noted that plans are to launch the application within the next few weeks.
City Manager Miller announced that the Procurement Department, in conjunction with the Hallandale Beach Area Chamber of Commerce, will be hosting an informational forum entitled “How to Do Business With the City” on September 10th, 2013 from 11:00 am to 12:00 P.M. in the Cultural Center Auditorium. 
City Manager Miller advised that, as directed by the City Commission during the FY 14 Budget Workshops held on July 29-30, 2013, staff has reached out to the Three Islands Safe Neighborhood District (TISND) Advisory Board for a Joint Special Meeting and at the request of the TISND Advisory Board proposed of October 10, 2013 at 7:00 p.m.at the Anchor Bay Condominium as the meeting date and place.  
The City Commission discussed the proposed date and the need for hosting the meeting in the Commission Chambers; additionally it was requested that staff invite the President from each of the Condominium Association within the TISND. 

Consensus:

· To direct staff to schedule the Joint Special Meeting with the TISND on October 10, 2013, in the City Commission Chambers at 7:00 P.M.; and to direct staff to invite the Chair or a representative from each of the Condominium Associations within the TISND to attend the meeting.
