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RESOLUTION NO. 2013-
A RESOLUTION OF CHAIR AND BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE HALLANDALE BEACH COMMUNITY REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY, HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA; AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR TO ENTER INTO AN INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT WITH THE TREASURE COAST PLANNING COUNCIL TO PREPARE THE LAND USE REGULATIONS FOR THE U.S. ROUTE 1 AND DIXIE CORRIDOR; AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR TO APPROPRIATE FUNDS AS NECESSARY; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, on February 18, 2009, the City of Hallandale Beach, (“City”) City Commission adopted a Citywide Master Plan (the “Master Plan”) prepared by EDAW Inc., which identified a number of tasks including the establishment of a Regional Activity Center (“RAC”) generally located between U.S Route 1 and Dixie Highway; and
WHEREAS, the RAC was approved by the City Commission on July 21, 2010, by the adoption of a new RAC land use in the Future Land Use Map, and its associated Comprehensive Plan goals, objectives and policies to implement the RAC (Ord. 2010-11 and 2010-12); and 
WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 163.3202(1), Florida Statutes, the City has one (1) year after the Comprehensive Plan amendment of the RAC to amend its land development regulations; and
WHEREAS, the land development regulations for Fashion Row and Palms Gateway have been completed, but the bulk of the land development regulations of the RAC, the area between U.S. Route 1 and Dixie Highway, still remain to be completed; and
WHEREAS, HBCRA Staff proposes that the HBCRA enter into an Interlocal Agreement the Treasure Coast Regional Planning Council in the amount of $250,000 to complete the remainder of the RAC land development regulations for the area between U.S. Route 1 and Dixie Highway; and 
WHEREAS, the Board of Directors of the HBCRA desires to enter into an Interlocal Agreement with the Treasure Coast Regional Planning Council in the amount of $250,000 to complete the remainder of the RAC land development regulations for the area between U.S. Route 1 and Dixie Highway.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CHAIR AND BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE HALLANDALE BEACH COMMUNITY REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY:
Section 1.  Recitals.  The recitals in the whereas clauses are true and correct, and incorporated into this Resolution.
Section 2.  Authorization to Enter in Agreement.  The Executive Director is hereby authorized to enter into an desires to enter into an Interlocal Agreement with the Treasure Coast Regional Planning Council in the amount of $250,000 to complete the remainder of the RAC land development regulations for the area between U.S. Route 1 and Dixie Highway, which agreement shall be in a form and substance acceptable the Executive Director and approved as to form by the CRA Attorney.
Section 3.  Appropriation of Funds.  The Executive Director is hereby authorized to appropriate funds as necessary with respect to the agreement in an amount not-to-exceed $250,000.
Section 4.  Effective Date.  This resolution shall take effect immediately upon approval.
