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MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE HALLANDALE BEACH CITY COMMISSION, CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, HELD ON WEDNESDAY, SEPTEMBER 18, 2013 AT 6:30 P.M., COMMISSION CHAMBERS, 400 S. FEDERAL HIGHWAY, HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA 33009.

1. CALL TO ORDER 
Mayor Cooper called the meeting to Order at 6:48 P.M.

2. ROLL CALL 
Commissioners Julian and Sanders, Mayor Cooper, Acting City Manager Rafols and Acting CityAttorney McKenney – All Present.
Commissioner Lazarow attended the meeting via telephone. 
3. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE 

4. PRESENTATIONS 
There were no presentations. 

5. PUBLIC PARTICIPATION - (To be heard at 6:45 P.M.)(Speakers must sign-in with the City Clerk) 
Fred Burton, Hallandale Beach Property Owner, spoke concerning the need for fiscal responsibility and urged the City Commission to look at ways to reduce service costs to its residents and business owners.  Additionally, Mr. Burton showed pictures of various City-owned lots requiring maintenance.   
Armin Lovenvirth, President, Hallandale Symphonic POPS Orchestra, and Georgia Winfield and Phyllis Brocconne, Hallandale Symphonic POPS Board Members, thanked the City Commission for their support by funding the Hallandale Symphonic POPS Orchestra during FY14..  Mr. Lovenvirth announced that the organization will be hosting a “Meet the Maestro” event on October 29th 2013, at the Cultural Community Center and invited the public to attend.    
Angelean Glass, 613 NW 2nd Avenue, Hallandale Beach, spoke regarding revisions to the City’s Renaming/Designation of City Streets Policy and encouraged the City Commission to attend the Community Civic Association’s meetings.  
Commissioner Julian suggested the City Commission revise the Renaming/Designating City Streets, Parks and Other City-Owned property and suggested the honor be extended to any individual who meets the criteria whether deceased or living.  
MOTION
BY COMMISSIONER JULIAN TO AMEND THE CITY’S STREET RENAMING POLICY TO BE OPENED TO CITIZENS WHO ARE ALIVE AND/OR DECEASED. 

Mayor Cooper spoke in opposition of revising the City’s Street Renaming policy and encouraged the City Commission to reach a compromise for Citizen Recognitions by way of a Historical Marker Program for persons who were born and raised in the City, and have accomplished a historical feat.

Commissioner Sanders spoke in support of establishing a Historical Marker Program for both living and deceased individuals.   

Consensus:

· To direct staff to amend the City’s Citizen Recognition Program policy (Resolution #2013-92 adopted on September 3, 2013) to allow for recognitions via Historical Markers for living or deceased individuals who were born and raised in the City of Hallandale Beach, and have accomplished historical feats..
Commissioner Julian withdrew his Motion.

Jerry Dobak, 622 SW 9th Street, Hallandale Beach, spoke concerning the installation of an elevator system at the Curci House located at 324 SW 2nd Avenue.  Additionally, Mr. Dobak questioned whether or not he was authorized to contact City staff regarding matters related to the Historical Preservation Board or members of City staff.   

At the request of Mayor Cooper, Acting City Attorney Mckenney provided an overview of the Florida Sunshine Law Requirements stating that it applies to members of all City Advisory Boards and Committees.   

Acting City Manager Rafols stated that as a courtesy, City Advisory Board and Committee members are requested to funnel all their requests through the Board or Committee’s Staff Liaison rather than by contacting the applicable member of staff directly.    

The City Commission discussed the need for compliance with Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) accessibility requirements at the Curci House, and requested staff research the feasibility of installing an elevator system at the Curci House, including the building’s structural and architectural conditions.  
Consensus:
-
 To direct  staff to research options to provide handicap access to the second floor of the Curci House.  The research is to include, but not be limited to, the installation of an exterior elevator, stairwell chair lift, and other options that might be available, depending on the architectural and structural integrity of the house, and the total cost to install and maintain the facility.   
Robert Selz, 717 Layne Blvd., Hallandale Beach, spoke in opposition of the Layne Blvd. sidewalk project as being proposed by staff. 
Etty Sims, 1000 NE 5th Street, Hallandale Beach, spoke in opposition of Item #10.A. on the Consent Agenda and questioned if the proposed contract amount is the going rate for grant servicing.   

Acting City Manager Rafols stated that the proposed contract amount of $34,000 is 9.7% of the total grant funding amount of approximately $350,000 and falls within the industry standard for grant servicing which is up to 10%.   

Deann Patterson, 1101 NE 2nd Street, Hallandale Beach, spoke on the need for increased code enforcement and compliance in the Northeast Quadrant of the City noting that the conditions are devaluing properties in the area.  Additionally, Ms. Patterson urged the City Commission to reevaluate the City’s Codes.  Finally, Ms. Patterson spoke on the need for reinstallation of signage encouraging pet owners to clean up after their pets. 

Ivonne Aznarez, 226 NE 10th Avenue, Hallandale Beach, spoke on the need for increased code enforcement and compliance in the Northeast Quadrant of the City noting that the conditions are devaluing properties in the area.  Additionally, Ms. Aznarez urged the City Commission to reevaluate the City’s Codes. 

At the request of Mayor Cooper, Daniel Rosemond, Deputy City Manager, provided an update regarding Code Enforcement initiatives for the Northeast Quadrant of the City.  Deputy City Manager Rosemond noted that a reevaluation of the Codes is necessary in order to allow for more effective code enforcement measures.  

The City Commission discussed the need for more comprehensive and stringent Code Compliance regulations and reached the following consensus.   
Consensus:

· To direct staff to research the code amendments to the City’s property maintenance regulations; and to bring back for discussion at the City Manager/City Commission Workshop in December 2013.  
The City Commission reached consensus to hear Item #14.A. at this time.

Commissioner Julian had no Communications.
B. COMMISSIONER LAZAROW 
Commissioner Lazarow was absent from the meeting at this time.
C.  COMMISSIONER SANDERS 
Commissioner Sanders requested removal of a tree located at the 715 Foster Road (Old Fish Market).

After further discussion, the City Commission reached the following consensus: 

Consensus: 

-
To direct staff to assess the tree behind the old Fish Market located at  7th Ave. and Foster Road to ensure the tree is not in danger of falling on neighboring properties; and to direct staff to advise when the building is scheduled to be demolished and confirm that removal of the tree will be included in the scope of services.
C. VICE MAYOR LEWY
Vice Mayor Lewy thanked staff for their quick follow-up on requests made during the September 3rd, 2013 City Commission meeting.  
Answering questions posed by Vice mayor Lewy, Earl King, Assistant Director of Public Works, stated that the lift station on the corner of Diana Drive and Golden Isles Drive  is currently under maintenance by staff.    
Vice Mayor Lewy noted that notification of major road closures was provided to the condos along NE 14th Avenue, and requested staff to ensure written notification is provided as the construction progresses along NE 14th Avenue.   
D. MAYOR COOPER 

Mayor Cooper announced a Public Meeting to discuss the Impacts of Healthcare Reform ‘Obamacare’ and the “Get Your Business Online with Google Initiative” on September 27th 2013 at the Crown Plaza Hotel in Hollywood, Florida. 
Mayor Cooper spoke concerning the upcoming Gaming Workshop with the Senate and suggested staff work with the City’s Lobbyist to ensure the City is represented. 

Consensus:

- To direct staff to verify with the City's state lobbyist when the Senate Gaming Workshop will be held and if they will be taking public comment. 
Mayor Cooper spoke concerning the need for updating and monitoring the City’s announcements on HBTV 78 for accuracy and a cohesive look.  
Consensus:

-
  To direct staff to advise of the schedule for implementation of HBTV 78 Government Access Channel, and specifically what steps are being taken to update the rolling slides and who will be monitoring to ensure slides are current.   
 
Mayor Cooper spoke concerning the fees associated with the 40-Year Building and Older Recertification program.  Deputy City Manager/HBCRA Director Rosemond advised that $350 is an Administrative Fee which covers the review of the report; further Deputy City Manager/HBCRA Director Rosemond noted that staff is in the process of evaluating the review process and the costs associated with same, and will provide the information to the City Commission when ready. 
Consensus:

-
To direct staff to research administrative costs for the 40-Year and Older Building Recertification Program and to bring back recommendations.
·  To direct staff to research the Federal Bonding Program; provide a summary report, requirements, and recommendation whether the City should participate in the program. 
· To direct staff to research the Earth Hour City Challenge Program, application process, and provide recommendation of the City’s participation in the program.  
Mayor Cooper spoke regarding the Miami-Dade Metropolitan Planning Organization (MDMPO) and the project regarding the grade change at Dixie Highway, she noted that the City was copied on a letter regarding the project and advised that there will be a meeting to discuss the proposed plans and to receive comments. 
Mayor Cooper spoke concerning the Public Participation process and suggested the City amend its policy to allow for speakers to sign-up with the City Clerk prior to the meeting by filling out a card to speak on any Item on the Agenda.  Upon commencement of the Meeting, the City Clerk will provide the Comment Cards to the Mayor so she is aware of the Items for which there is public comment, and she can call in the participants at the time the item is heard.   
Mayor Cooper requested the City Attorney provide an overview of the impacts of recent legislation amending Public participation requirements.   
Acting City Attorney Mckenney noted that Florida Statute 286.0114, Public Meetings, which became effective July 1, 2013, requires that individuals be given the opportunity to be heard.  Additionally, Acting City Attorney McKenney advised that the Statute prescribes that a commission or board must provide policy or procedure for public participation which should include the following: the time when Public Participation will take place, procedures for representative from a group and the specific amount of time allotted for each speaker. 
Further, Acting City Attorney Mckenney explained that the sign-up forms for those who wish to speak before the City Commission must outline the desire to be heard and the position taken on a particular Item on the Agenda whether support, opposition or neutrality.  
Answering questions posed by Mayor Cooper, Acting City Attorney Mckenney noted that the City’s current policies are in compliance with the new legislation and suggested staff revise the sign-in sheet to allow for speakers to indicate their position in support, opposition or neutrality on a specific Agenda Item.  
Answering questions posed by Mayor Cooper, Acting City Attorney Mckenney noted that the City Commission is not a custodian of records, and therefore members of the public who use their opportunity for Public Participation to request copies of Public Records should be directed to contact staff.  Additionally, Acting City Attorney Mckenney clarified that requests made during Public Participation should not be used to circumvent the City’s Public Records request process.

Additionally, Ms. Labrousse provided an overview of the grant monitoring process and noted that the firm specializes in strengthening the infrastructure for non-profits to ensure they are able to serve the community effectively.  

Answering questions posed by Commissioner Sanders, Acting City Manager Rafols explained that the cost for grant monitoring is based on a 9.7% Administrative Fee for the total of $350,000 worth of grant funding  awarded which is within the industry standard of 10%.  

Answering questions posed by Commissioner Sanders, Deputy City Manager/HBCRA Director Rosemond noted that in order to determine whether grant monitoring is necessary, staff evaluates the volume of work and the number of grants awarded.

Joe Johnson, Committee Member, Community Grants Partnership Committee, petitioned the City Commission to reevaluate the FY14 Grant application submitted by the South Florida Education Development Center noting that the organization is deserving of the award.  

Mara English, Representative, Family Central, Inc. 840 SW 81st Avenue, Fort Lauderdale, thanked the City Commission for the FY 14 Grant Award and stated that these funds will be used to support 275 children in the City of Hallandale Beach.
