[bookmark: _GoBack]A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO EXECUTE THE PURCHASE AND SALE AGREEMENTS AND TAKE ALL NECESSARY ACTION TO PURCHASE CERTAIN SIX (6)  PARCELS FOR THE CONSTRUCTION OF A NEW MAIN FIRE STATION; AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO SELL THE EXISTING FIRE STATION BUILDING AND PARCEL TO MANHATTAN REALTY PURSUANT TO THE PURCHASE AND SALE AGREEMENT IN SUBSTANTIALLY THE SAME FORM AS ATTACHED HERETO AS EXHIBIT A; AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER AND CITY ATTORNEY TO NEGOTIATE A LEASE FOR THE LEASE BACK OF MAIN FIRE STATION, AND A POST-CLOSING AGREEMENT AS SET FORTH IN THE PURCHASE AND SALE AGREEMENT; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City Administration has identified an appropriate location that could accommodate the space needs of the proposed new fire station, while not compromising fire rescue response times; and

WHEREAS, appraisals have been obtained and offers for purchase, subject to City Commission approval, have been extended and accepted by the owners; and

WHEREAS,  tentative purchase and sale agreements have been reached with six (6) of the eight (8) property owners that comprise the site of the proposed new fire station, and the six (6) lots can be acquired by the City at fair market value; and

WHEREAS, while the site selection and land acquisition efforts were underway, the City Administration continued negotiations with Manhattan Realty regarding the Old City Hall; and

WHEREAS, City Administration has reached a preliminary agreement with Manhattan Realty to sell them the existing fire station building and parcel at the appraised value of Eight Hundred Thirty Thousand ($830,000.00) Dollars, and the City will purchase from Manhattan Realty the vacant parking lot that is part of the legal description for the old city hall site for use as a public parking lot for the Historic Curci House; and

WHEREAS, Manhattan Realty will lease back to the City the Fire Station building while the City is constructing the new Fire Station so as not to interrupt the operations of the Fire Station; and 

WHEREAS, the rent for the leaseback, the costs of the vacant parking lot, and the reimbursement for the transit concurrency fees to the County will be credited to Manhattan Realty and deducted from the purchase price owed to the City; and 

WHEREAS, the City Administration recommends that the Mayor and City Commission authorize the sale of the existing fire station building and parcel to Manhattan Realty pursuant to the Purchase and Sale Agreement in substantially the same form as attached as Exhibit “A”, and authorize the City Manager and City Attorney to negotiate a lease for the leaseback of the fire facility and a post-closing agreement to set forth all the other terms of the sale; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and City Commission have determined that it is in the best interest of the City of Hallandale Beach and its residents to relocate the fire station as recommended by City Administration and to acquire the necessary parcels for said relocation utilizing the methods proposed by the City Administration and to sell the existing fire facility to Manhattan Realty and purchase from Manhattan Realty the vacant parking lot as proposed.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:

	SECTION 1.	City Manager’s Authorization as to Purchase of Parcels.  The Mayor and City Commission hereby authorize the City Manager execute purchase and sales agreements, and all other necessary documents for the acquisition of six (6) parcels for the construction of a new fire.

SECTION 2. Authorization of sale of existing fire station. The Mayor and City Commission hereby authorize the sale of the existing fire station and parcel to Manhattan Realty for the appraised value of Eight Hundred Thirty Thousand ($830,000.00) Dollars, and the purchase of the vacant parking lot from Manhattan Realty for the appraised value of Ninety Thousand ($90,000.00) Dollars pursuant to the Purchase and Sale agreement in substantially the same form as attached as Exhibit “A”. The City Manager and City Attorney are authorized to negotiate and execute a lease for the lease back of the main fire station during the construction of the new fire station, and a post-closing agreement as set forth in the Purchase and Sale Agreement.

SECTION 3. 	 Effective Date. This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
