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RESOLUTION NO.  2014 - 

A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO APPLY FOR THE FIRE PREVENTION AND SAFETY GRANT FROM THE FEDERAL EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT AGENCY (FEMA) FOR THE PURCHASE OF “PUDDLES THE FIRE DOG” SUIT, AND A CHILD SIZE ANIMATRONIC DOG INSIDE A FIRE TRUCK TO ENHANCE THE FIRE PREVENTION PROGRAM; AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO EXPEND THE TEN PERCENT (10%) MATCHING FUNDS TO IMPLEMENT THE PROGRAM; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 


	WHEREAS, the Division of Fire Prevention and Public Education strives to educate the public, and residents about the dangers of fire and how to prevent them; and 

	WHEREAS, the data gathered during assessments for Fire Prevention Week and through regular integration with local students, some of the youngest members need more assistance in remembering basic safety procedures; and 

WHEREAS,  in an effort to complete these two projects in the most efficient manner, FDOT and the City desire to consolidate the two projects into one project; and 

WHEREAS, the City is desirous in enhancing its public safety messages, and make it more engaging to pre-school and early elementary school students by procuring a new “Puddles the Fire Dog” suit, and a child size animatronic dog inside a fire truck to enhance public education strategy by making it more tactile, relatable and interactive; and 

WHEREAS, the current Puddles suit is eleven (11) years old and is tattered and this grant will replace the suit, the animatronic dog in the fire truck is the same size as the children, and can interact with them in an exciting and memorable way; and

WHEREAS, the total cost to replace the “Puddles the Fire Dog” suit, and the child size animatronic dog inside a fire truck is fourteen thousand ($14,000.00) dollars, the FEMA grant requires a ten percent (10%) match, in the amount of one thousand four hundred ($1,400.00) dollars; and 

WHEREAS, the City Administration recommends City Commission approval authorizing the City Manager to apply for the Fire Prevention and Safety grant from FEMA for the purchase of Puddles the Fire Dog suit, and the child size animatronic dog inside a fire truck, and recommends authorization to expend the funds required for the a ten percent (10%) match, in the amount of one thousand four hundred ($1,400.00) dollars, and execute all related documents to effectuate the project.
 	
	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:	

	SECTION 1.	City Manager Authorization.  The Mayor and the City Commission hereby authorize the City Manager to apply for the Fire Prevention and Safety grant from FEMA for the purchase of “Puddles the Fire Dog” suit, and the child size animatronic dog inside a fire truck, and recommends authorization to expend the funds required for the ten percent (10%) match, in the amount of one thousand four hundred ($1,400.00) dollars, and execute all related documents to effectuate the project.
