City of Hallandale Beach Adult Diversion Program Guidelines

Qualifying Adult Offender:  The Hallandale Beach Adult Diversion Program is available to first-time adult offenders, without regard to any juvenile record.  In other words, the program is available to anyone who commits a qualifying offense (discussed further below) as their first offense after having turned 18 years of age.

Qualifying Offenses:  The program is available to offenders who commit nonviolent misdemeanor offenses. Some examples of included offenses are: petit theft, drinking in public, possession of less than 20 grams of cannabis, trespassing, City ordinance violations.

Non-qualifying Offenses:  Offenses that DO NOT qualify for the program are those involving violence or threat of violence, regulatory offenses related to drivers licenses or other activities closely regulated by the state, and loitering and prowling.

Officer Documentation:  Officers who come into contact with a qualifying offender who has committed a qualifying offense will issue a Notice to Appear (NTA) charging the qualifying offense as a City Ordinance violation instead of making a physical arrest.  The NTA will be routed to the Police Department’s Diversion Program Coordinator.

Notification of Eligibility:  The Diversion Program Coordinator will provide the qualifying offender with notice of his/her eligibility for the program and the program’s requirements.

Program Requirements:  The program requirements will include a fine of $500.00 and a counseling component appropriate for the underlying offense.  There are various independent providers who currently provide these services for other city and county diversion programs. The providers tailor their programs for offenses like narcotics, theft, etc.

Time for Completion:  Offenders will have 60 days from their entry into the program to satisfy the fine and counseling components.
Prosecution:  Offenders who choose not to enter the program or who do not successfully complete its requirements will be prosecuted in County Court by the City Attorney’s office.
